                         A Study of The Woman:  By Deacon Christopher Frazier

Holy and revolutionary greetings, in the name of The Almighty Trinity.  I greet you in the name of the Father.  In the African Hebrew language, the original language of the Black man and woman, his name is Yahweh.  I greet you in the name and title of the Black African, Hebrew, Revolutionary Messiah, Jesus, The Christ.  In the African Hebrew language, the language that his African mother and father spoke, the language that he as an African spoke to his African people, in that language his name and title are Yahshuah Ha’ Maschiach.  I lastly greet you in the name of the Mother in the Godhead, The Holy Ghost, the one that conceived Jesus.  Her name in the African Hebrew language is Kodesh Ruach.  I greet all of you my brothers and sisters with the greeting words of peace in African Hebrew language:  Shalom Alaikum.

I would like to talk to you and us concerning the woman.  The woman is most important in the world.  She is a very powerful creation that is misunderstood by men and she is misunderstood by her own self.  In the Bible and Quran the woman is presented to us in such a manner that if we look at her with the eyes of God, we can learn very important lessons in our lives.  In this article I would like to deal specifically with Hagar.  She is a woman that is not talked about much in the Christian world, but her life is a life that should be studied.  Her life is a lesson for all people and especially the Black man and woman.  I will tell this story by combining the Christian tradition with the Islamic tradition.  I believe that both traditions when taken together can give us more insight.  Let us get into it.

I said that in the Christian world the life of Hagar is not talked about; this is not true in the Islamic world.  Many of you may be familiar with what is called the Hajj in Islam.  In Arabic the word Hajj means journey.  In the case of the ritual, the Hajj is to represent one’s life journey to meet God; it also represents the journey of the Black man and woman back to our original African culture.  In this ritual that Muslims partake in, they are required to walk the path of Hagar.  Prophet Muhammad saw fit to put this in the ritual of Hajj because he knew the value of women.  Let us go deeper into the life of Hagar and the Hajj and let us see what we as Black people in this wicked world can learn.

Hagar was one of the wives of Abraham.  When Sarah was barren, Hagar was used to give Abraham a child.  After Hagar had the child for Abraham, strife and jealousy began to build up in the family of Abraham.  Sarah had a child for Abraham after some time and strife and jealousy continued to build.  It got so bad that Abraham put Hagar and her son Ishmael out of his house.  He gave her some supplies and sent her on her way.

Now she is out from under the protection of Abraham.  She has no man.  She is alone with her boy child.  After a while the supplies run out.  She and her boy child are without food now and it is hot.  In this blistering heat she has no water as well.  She finds herself running to and fro between two hills.  These two hills are called Safa and Marwah.  After exhausting herself she finally gives up and resigns herself to the thought of death for both herself and her son.  
She does not want to look upon the death of her boy child so she moves a little way off from him.  She then starts to weep and wail for her condition and the condition of her boy child.  It absolutely looks hopeless.  Now there comes to Hagar a voice from heaven.  That voice is the angel of the Lord.  In Christian theology, the Angel of the Lord is the pre-incarnate African Hebrew Messiah Jesus, The Christ.  He tells her that the Father Yahweh has heard the cry of the child where he is.  He tells her to arise, lift up the lad and hold him in her hand.  He tells her that he will make that child the producer of a great nation.  God then opens her eyes and she sees a well of water.  She then fills up the bottle with water and gives it to the child to drink.  

The scripture tells us that God was with the child.  The scripture also lets us know that God fulfilled every promise to Hagar about the child.  The child grows up and becomes a successful hunter.  He takes a wife from Egypt and he produces a strong and wonderful nation.  Many of the Arabs are descendant of this nation produced by Ishmael.  These are all original Black people, just different families and tribes.  What are we to learn from this?

First to the women:  Women of all cultures, races, ethnic groups, countries, religions and faiths all need liberation.  Women are used, misused and abused in every country on the planet.  Most women that you meet in your life have been abused; many times she has suffered abuse by men in her own family.  This is a terrible shame that must be done away with.

Women are not respected in the business world.  Many times a woman feels like she cannot make it on her talent alone, so she allows men to use her body.  Women are not respected in the world of academia.  Her opinions and thoughts are not valued.  
Women are not respected in religion.  In Islam women cannot worship with the men so the women often times perform their rituals outside in the dirt.  Also in Islam women cannot preach.  In Judaism women cannot preach or hold top positions in Judaism.  Recall the movie Yentl, a film made by Barbara Streisand.  In this movie she tells the truth as it concerns gender prejudice in Judaism. 

In Christianity women cannot preach and the women do not hold the top positions of influence in your major Christian denominations.  I have heard preacher after preacher destroy women in their messages.  I have seen much abuse of women in the Christian church.
In government there is not respect for the women.  I am speaking of governments all over the world.  Women are given very few top positions of influence in government.  Most people do not seem to want a woman president or prime minister.  As a matter of fact, government officials partake specifically in the abuse of women.  They pass laws that destroy women.  All they think about is making money, they do not think of the welfare of the women.  

The militaries of the world also abuse women.  High-ranking military officers abuse women and the military and government covers it up so that they do not look bad and the offending officer does not lose his career.  They do not care about the hurting woman.  Often when the military of America or Europe goes to a foreign country, they get some of the local women of that country to come and “entertain the troops”.  This is prostitution and abuse of women condoned by the military!

The society in general all over the world has no respect for women.  This is why there is so much killing and bloodshed on the planet.  The female influence in society has been suppressed and destroyed, so she is like Hagar, put out of the house with her boy child or girl child and she has no one to give her shelter.  Women all over the world are in a desperate condition.  

Look at what the Black woman has had to go through.  She has been abused by the European man and she has been abused by her own man.  All of this has come about through slavery and colonization.  This beautiful Black woman has been left out in the cold by society but God came to her rescue.  Many times the Black woman knew that it was over for her and her child but God came to the rescue.

This is not just the Black woman but other darker women and third world women know that there is a God somewhere that looks after them when no one else will and takes care of them when no one else will.  Black women, third world women and poor women of every color know that there is a God that sits high and looks low and takes care of them.

I want to briefly talk to my Caucasian sisters right here.  This message is for you as well.  You are suffering from America’s slave past and you do not know it.  Research the history.  During that time of slavery in the history of America you, the White woman were not far from slavery yourself.  You could not own property.  You could not vote.  You had no rights that any White man was obligated to uphold.  This is why there was a suffrage movement.  There would have been no need for a women’s suffrage movement if you were respected and had equal rights in this society.

During slavery recall that your White husband would tell you that he loved you.  After he told you that he loved you he would kill any Black man that looked at you.  After all of this display of love he would then go into the slave quarters and rape Black women.  He would take any Black woman he wanted and have his way with her.  He would then come home to you at night and continue his masquerade.  How did that make you feel?  Yet during that time you, my White sisters did nothing.  You just accepted it as a way of life.

Soon there is the rise of Black people to gain freedom.  Soon you come to the time of Fredrick Douglass.  Toward the latter stages of his career the White woman’s suffrage movement started.  Fredrick Douglass lends his expertise to the White woman for her cause.  Black women like Sojourner Truth lend their expertise to the struggle for the rights of White women.  I say the rights of White women because the rights of Black women were still not respected as they were still Black.

Soon you start to gain some rights.  You gain the right to vote.  You gain the right to own property.  You start to move up a little bit in this society, but there is still the ceiling keeping you from true advancement.  America starts to get into world wars.  When this happens the men leave the factory jobs.  Because the men leave now there is a need for the women to fill in at the factories.  This is mainly White women.  White women are allowed for a brief time to move up a little bit.  Soon the war is over and the men come back and the women are told to go home again.

We come through the civil rights period.  The Civil Rights Bill is passed and made law.  Something very peculiar happened when they passed that law.  They attached to the law the inclusion of women as a minority.  Black women in America belong to a group that is a minority, but White women do not belong to a group that is a minority.  Quite frankly White women are a majority unto themselves.  So now we have seen the time of the greatest advancement of White women in this society.  They advance on the backs of Black people!  Go check the history for yourselves.

As we look at the history time and again the White woman has held up and protected the society of the White man.  The false claim of rape of a White woman by a Black man has been used over and again to kill and deny Black people their rights.  Check out a movie called Rosewood.  A White woman was being beaten by a White man.  When she could no longer hide her beatings from her community, she told everybody that a Black man raped and beat her.  Because of that lie a whole town was massacred.  Because the White woman cared more about the society of her White man, she lied and because of that lie, Black men, women and children were destroyed.

White woman you are very peculiar to me.  I am not saying all White women are guilty of this, but too many are.  If you examine your history you will see that your man has been using you all the while.  He has used you time and again to keep up his wicked society.  He needs to hire a minority; he hires you, a member of the majority group.  You need to wake up to the evil of your man, your father, your brother, your uncle.  You need to wake up.  I am talking to White women in the Democratic Party, White women in the Republican Party, White women in the White church and White women in media.  My White sisters it is you that are used to hold up and protect White supremacy.  
Take a look at a beautiful White woman named Amy Goodman.  She is the head of Democracy Now.  This is a radio show that deals with real issues in the world.  She has been working on behalf of oppressed people everywhere for a very long time now.  She has been all over the world helping oppressed people.  All over the third world:  All over America.  She is not afraid to stand up for Blacks, Native Americans, Arabs, it does not matter; she will stand and fight for you if you are a victim in this wicked society.  I love this Caucasian sister and I will defend this sister because of the great work that she has done.  Let us continue.                             

Our society is sick and is in need of help.  The men that run this world system are sick and they are in need of help.  Men that lead government institutions, men that run educational institutions, men that run the religious institutions, all men need help.  The Black man is in need of help so that he may know how to treat that beautiful Black woman and all women.  
In order to change the way we think of women we must first go and look at the Black woman and women in African thought.  We must first go to Egypt.  Egypt can tell us a lot about how we should look at women.  After we look at our ancestor’s attitude toward women, we will come back to Hagar.  We will parallel the situation of Hagar to that of Black people in the Americas and Europe and tie this all up.
The knowledge of Egypt has not been taught in our churches.  It has not been taught because we believe that Egypt is pagan.  We also believe that Africa is pagan.  The truth is that the knowledge that we have comes from Africa in general and can be seen in Egypt.  Whether that knowledge is so-called secular or religious, it can be traced back to Egypt.  This knowledge comes from Africa but Egypt has become the mouthpiece for Africa, so we must study the knowledge that can be found in Egypt.

In Egypt the woman was crucial to the understanding of the plan of salvation.  In Egypt the most important law was that of truth, justice and righteousness.  The most important law was to love the One God and to love your brother and sister.  Sound familiar?  That principle was called the law of Ma’at.  The symbol for the law of Ma’at was the Black woman.  When this principle was seen the Black woman was drawn with wings to symbolize this principle.  
In my studies this drawing reminds me of the Holy Spirit.  In the book of Proverbs written by Solomon, we see that he describes wisdom.  He calls wisdom she and her.  He says that she is the most important person that we can obtain.  He says that she is in the streets calling for us to come home.  He goes on to specifically describe the best woman to have in your life, the woman that has virtue.  

Look up the word wisdom in the Christian dictionary then look up the word Holy Spirit.  You will find that the attributes of wisdom and the attributes of the Holy Spirit are the same.  Wisdom is most important in life and the Holy Spirit is most important in Christian thinking.  Wisdom and the Holy Spirit both consol and give advice.  They both give comfort.  I submit to you that Solomon was talking of the Holy Spirit all the while under the name of wisdom.  

Next look up the word woman and understand that she has the same attributes as well.  The woman comforts her man and family, she consoles her man and family and she soothes her man and family.   The Holy Spirit is the Mother in the Godhead.  If there is a father and a son, there must be a mother.  In the New Testament we read that Jesus was conceived by the Holy Spirit.  The male does not conceive, the female conceives.  I say once again that the Holy Spirit is the Mother in the Godhead.  
The Roman Catholic Church is the primary source for the translation of the Bible that we use today.  These European translators of the Bible changed the scriptures when they translated the New Testament to say he for the Holy Spirit.  They changed it because they did not want to give the woman credit.  They did not believe that the woman should be recognized.  As a matter of fact they did not believe that the woman had a soul.  It was not until sometime later in the development of the Roman Catholic Church that they decided that the woman indeed has a soul.  

Women you have been denied the great privilege of seeing yourself in the Godhead.  The African looked at the human family and decided with the help of the One God that the human family reflected the One God.  They saw that there was male, female and that the male and female together could produce a child.  They then figured out that the One God must be the same way.  
They figured out that the One God must have a male side, a female side and a product side.  In the human family the father is the source, the mother the incubator.  The two produce a child.  The child always existed in the loins of his father.  When the father emits his sperm into the woman, the child is already alive in that sperm.  When that live sperm hits the egg in the mother, she incubates it and it grows up in her and comes forth a child.  That is three working together as one.  One human family but three different functions:  This is the origin of the Trinity concept.  Our African ancestors were the first to teach this concept.  So you have the Father, the source of all things, you have the Son that is eternal in the Father and you have the Mother, the incubator.  Now my beautiful sisters, you can see yourself in the Godhead and realize your true and full potential.  Let us get back to the law of Ma’at.

The law of Ma’at, truth, justice and righteousness, represented by the Black woman with wings, is the origin of the Ten Commandments.  The African Hebrews were not the first to write these laws of conduct.  This is ancient teaching.  This knowledge was all over Africa and we can see it in Egypt more than 4000 years B.C.  When you see the Ten Commandments, equate the Black woman with wings that is called Ma’at with those same Ten Commandments.  

We must do our best to maintain the law.  A lawless nation is a nation that is going to hell.  I have just proved to you that the woman equals the law, so the litmus test for the upkeep of the law is really the woman.  In other words we can tell the moral fiber of a nation, by how that nation treats the women of that nation.  If a nation mistreats women then that nation is hell-bound.  The Most Honorable Elijah Muhammad said that a nation can rise no higher than the women in that nation.  The woman must be lifted up and respected.  All nations have gone astray.

Look at the symbol for justice in the courthouses.  It is a blindfolded woman with the scales of justice in her hand.  This symbol was taken from Egypt and changed to a white woman.  The symbol is telling us that the woman is the litmus test for a nation’s faithfulness to the up keeping of the law.

In Egypt our ancestors had a Black woman holding the scales of judgement.  In the spiritual writings of our ancestors, in hieroglyphics, on the walls of the temples and tombs of Egypt, we see that the heart of the person to be judged was put on one side of the scale; a feather was put on the other side of the scale.  If the heart weighed more than the feather then that person was corrupt and entered into everlasting punishment, if the heart was as light as the feather then that person had a clean heart and was given the keys to the kingdom.  
Once again the woman held the scales of justice, the Black woman.  This is to tell us that we will never attain the keys to the kingdom until we love, appreciate and liberate the woman.  Now you know the origin of the all the symbols of European and American courts.  All of this knowledge is from our African ancestors.  Next I would like to go back to the attitude of the church towards women.

Why are there no women preachers in the main Christian denominations?  Women who know that they have been called to preach have had to rebel against man’s church system.  We must understand that the church system as we have it today came from Europe.  As I said already, the Roman Catholic Church at first did not believe that women had souls.  All of the disrespect of women that society has sanctioned has been backed by the church.  Let us bust up the lie that women can’t preach in the church.

Some say that all of the words that pertain to pastor and preacher and other such words are masculine so in their twisted logic it follows that only men can preach and not women.  Let us go right to the Bible and use the sense that God gave us and figure this thing out once and for all.

In Genesis 6:5-7 God talks of the wickedness of man.  He says that the thoughts of man are wicked and that he is sorry that he made man.  He says that he will destroy man from the earth.  Is God just talking about the male or is he talking of the female also?  He is talking about both male and female.  There are many instances like this when the subject is not just the male but also the female.  Maybe you could put mankind here instead of just the word man.

In the New Testament, in First John chapter 3 we are told that we all have been made sons of God through the work of Jesus.  He says every man should purify himself so that we may be fit for such a title.  Does he only mean the male?  No, he also means the female. Read Revelation 1:6, Revelation 5:10 and Revelation 20:6.  These scriptures tell us that we have all been made kings and priests through the work of the great Black African, Revolutionary Messiah, Jesus.  Does this mean only the male?  No, this also means the female.  Let us now look at the words man, woman, male, female and Adam and learn the deeper meanings of these words from the Bible.

In Genesis 12:26-28 we see the creation of man.  Read these verses carefully.  Man is created in the image of God and after the likeness of God.  In verse 27 man is called them and male and female.  In verse 28 God blesses them and gives them instruction on how to live.  Let us go directly to Genesis 5:1-2.  We see once again that man is created in the likeness and image of God.  Man is called male and female and both are called Adam.  The original meaning of man and Adam is both male and female.  Let us go deeper into the meaning of man, woman, male and female.
Examine the creation of man and beast.  When God created all creatures that live on top of the earth he spoke to the earth.  When he created all creatures that live in the sea he spoke to the water.  What did God speak to when he created man?  Look at Genesis 12:26-28 very carefully.  Upon close examination you will see that God spoke to himself when he created man.  The creatures on the earth are from the earth.  The creatures in the water are from the water.  Man is from God.  

After God took man from himself he then put man in the house that we call male and female.  The man from God that is then put in the male and female house is spirit.  The house of man is from the earth but the man is from God.  He put man in the male and female house and called their name Adam.  This is the original meaning of the word man, not just the male but also the female is man.  This is why the Bible calls us all man.  This is why the Bible says that we are all made priests and sons of God.  The Bible does not worry itself to say sons and daughters of God.  The Bible is getting to the real part of the person, the spirit.
Man and woman.  The male is the man.  The female is the man with the womb or the womb man.  When you combine the words womb and man you get woman.  The man is the male; the woman is the female or the male that can produce a fetus.  When you combine the words fetus and male you get female.  We are both man and male but the female and woman can produce a child.

In chapter two of Genesis we see the houses for the man being made.  We see the male house made first and then the female house.  In the physical the male is made first but in the spiritual the male and female are created at the same time.  The house is made from the earth that has already been created from God, hence we say made.  The spirit that came from God is created and made from his-self.  
He says let us make man in our own image.  Man or our spirit is made because God already existed.  Next the Bible says that man or our spirit was created because even though God already existed you can not see him so that which comes from the unseen world is thought of as created.  That which is made is from that which can be seen.  That which is created is from that which can not be seen.      

This information is to let us know that the woman can preach just as effectively as the man and many times more effectively.  If the woman can not preach because of the masculinity of the words pastor, bishop, and preacher and so on then she does not qualify as one of the sons and priests of God.  You can see that this is absurd.  The original meaning of the word man and Adam does not mean only the male but also the female.  Let us take our time and talk more about the qualifications of the woman. 

Let us consider Mary the mother of Jesus.  Would these same preachers have the nerve to tell her that she was not qualified to preach?  In the Catholic tradition they say, “Hail Mary mother of God, blessed be her and the fruit of her womb”.  I may not be quoting it exactly but you get the meaning.  In the Christian church outside of the Catholic Church we were taught that this statement is wrong but let us examine this statement more closely.

Who is Jesus in Christian thought?  Is he not God the Son, the second person in the Almighty Trinity, the Father being the first and the Mother or Holy Ghost being the third?  Now our belief is that God the Son the second person of the Trinity became flesh.  How did he become flesh?  He became flesh by going through the law of birth just as all of us did.  He was born of a woman.  He is both human and divine.  He is Almighty God in human flesh.  His divinity and humanity can not be separated.  If his divinity and humanity can not be separated then Mary gave birth to God!  

The deeper meaning of this is that when the human being grows up under the correct conditions and is taught how to connect with God, that human being grows up to be just like his father, in this case the Almighty Father.  A righteous woman can produce a Jesus all over again.  A righteous woman can produce a little Jesus and a little Messiah that does the work of the Big Jesus and Big Messiah.  Let us go back to Mary.

Mary is truly the mother of God.  She is the mother of God the Son, the second person of the Trinity.  She conceived God.  She birthed God.  She raised God from a child.  She taught God.  She fed God.  She clothed God.  She gave God suck.  She gave God wisdom.  Jesus is God, yet he had to grow up like we grew up, just like we did.  He had to be subject to his mother and father just as we have to be.  Mary is teaching us that the woman is qualified to do great things if she is freed to do so.

Who was the very first preacher of the resurrected Christ?  Come on you know the answer.  No it was not Peter.  It was Beautiful Sister Mary of Magdela.  Recall that there was a death threat put out by the Roman authorities, that who ever preached the name of Jesus would be sentenced to death.  With this death threat over their heads, the men were in hiding, but the women made their way to the tomb to pay the proper respect to their fallen leader.  After they got to the tomb they saw it was empty.  As they were leaving the tomb they saw the resurrected Jesus.  

Jesus instructed Mary to go and tell the men that he is risen and to give them further instructions on where and when to meet.  When she told the men they at first did not believe her because they were gender prejudiced.  Recall that women had it rough in Jewish society.  She was so convincing that Peter and John decided to go and view the tomb.  They then came back with the report that Mary was speaking the truth.  Jesus was not in the tomb.  After this time Jesus made his appearance to the disciples.

Recall the Samarian woman.  After Jesus talked to her and talked to her it was she who went and proclaimed that Jesus was the man that they were looking for.  All of this evidence has been there all of this time but our preachers are gender prejudiced.  We have been infected by this gender prejudiced Greco-Roman society and culture.        

Have any of you ever wondered why it seems like women are more advanced than men in certain areas of life?  It seems like women can just out think a man.  This is because the woman is given the awesome responsibility to raise the children.  This is not a light weight job.  This is the most important job on earth, to raise a child.  Because she is responsible for raising boys and girls she is made to be more advanced by God.  Many of our mothers have had to raise Black boys and girls without aid and help from a man.

The Most Honorable Elijah Muhammad taught the true value of a woman.  He taught us that if you teach a man you just teach that man; but if you teach a woman you teach a whole nation.  This is how important the woman is to us if we only knew.  The Honorable Minister Louis Farrakhan teaches that there are many important lessons to be learned from women.  He teaches that men should stop being so arrogant and study and learn lessons from women.  He teaches that women are just as qualified as any man to teach and preach the word of God.
If the woman is deprived of knowledge then the children are deprived also.  If the woman is deprived of the knowledge of God then the children are deprived also.  If the woman is kicked aside and mistreated then she starts to dislike the men doing this to her.  This dislike or hatred wells up inside her.  As this hatred wells up inside her the children that are brought forth pick up on this feeling and you have a generation of rebellious children.  This is what is going on in our society today.  My dear and beautiful sisters you need to take all of that feeling of hurt and hatred and turn it into fuel to work to change this society.  God is calling you to fight for the children.  As you stand up and fight you will shame the men and they will join the fight.  There are some men who are ready to stand up with you, not in front of you but with you, side by side.  I am one of them.

Understand this, my dear and wonderful and beautiful sisters.  If the women do not cry out, if the mothers do not cry out for the children then no one will cry out.  Read Proverbs.  Understand that when wisdom cries out, that is a picture of you.  Once again, wisdom is called she and her.  This is you, my dear and wonderful and beautiful sisters.  Let us continue to consider the attitude that the African had toward the woman.

In Ethiopia there was a time that females were the total and complete ruler of that nation.  They were called Queen Mothers.  They ruled with great wisdom.  They ruled the government, the military and they ruled the Ethiopian Church.  The African did not believe in separation of church and state. 
Recall that in Israel there were women prophets.  Recall that there were also women judges.  Recall Sister Deborah.  She was a prophet and a judge.  She was a prophet and a judge when there were no kings in this African nation called Israel.  This means that she was the ruler of the government and the church.  She ran thangs!  All was subject unto her.  Men and women were subject unto her.  It is sad that we today cannot have that attitude toward women.  It is time that we respect wisdom whether wisdom comes from a male or female.       

In Egypt the woman was the power behind the throne.  The male who was to be Pharaoh had to marry the female heir to the throne in order to rule.  In hieroglyphics the Pharaoh is pictured with the woman behind him and an umbilical cord going from the Pharaoh to the woman.  This is to let us know that all life comes through the woman.  All greatness comes through the woman.  I believe that this is where we get the phrase,” Behind every good man is a good woman”.

After a time the woman is not literally pictured but you see the Pharaoh seated on his throne.  The throne now symbolizes the woman, with all the same meaning.  The Front legs of the chair, the back legs of the chair, the seat and the floor make four sides.  These four sides form a square.  These four equal sides symbolize equality, truth, justice and righteousness.  Remember that the seat now stands for the woman and the woman was the symbol for the law of Ma’at.  The law of Ma’at is equality, truth, justice and righteousness.
The measure of a true leader is how he treats his people.  The measure of a true leader is how he treats the women in his nation.  In astrology under the sign of Libra ,which is under the number seven, you can see the woman holding the scales of justice.  Look at the Statue of Liberty.  The Statue of Liberty is one of the best known symbols for justice in the world.  Once again we see the woman used to represent justice.  This all comes from Africa.  The Black woman was first used to represent justice. 

The woman has been made by God to symbolize liberty and justice.  Women all over the world are in need of justice!   Through the woman we are all made equal by the law of birth.  The woman reminds us of the law.  It is our duty to maintain the laws of God.  The Quran says that the man is to maintain the woman.  The man is to provide an environment that would help the woman to develop into what God wants her to become, just as we are to maintain the law for our benefit as a human family.  See how the woman represents the law?

Jesus said that the law of love fulfills the whole law.  The Bible says that husbands are to love their wives.  Husbands are to love their wives as Christ loved and died for the church.  The woman represents fulfillment of the law through love.
I would like to go back to the seat of the Pharaoh.  Remember that the seat made known as to who the ruler was of that nation.  The seat represents the woman, as it was she who was the power behind the throne.  She was the symbol for life and birth behind the throne.  Did you know that in the church you have the same thing?  When you go to a church you can tell who the pastor of that church is by who is sitting in the pastor’s seat.  The seat in the church represents the same thing it did in Egypt.  The seat in church represents the woman.  It represents equality.  It represents justice.  It represents the fact that God loves the woman and wants her to be treated with respect.  Preachers you need to change your attitude.

Recall the pictures of Jesus in the lap of his mother.  The same symbolism is here again.  The Christ child in the lap of his mother shows that it is the mother or the woman that gives power to the king.  This is all ancient Africa, particularly Egypt.  Originally the picture of the Christ child and his mother were Black.  It has now been changed to White.  Next time you see this picture, understand the true power of the woman.

The womb of the woman is God’s work place.  The mind of the woman is God’s work place.  The physical womb represents the physical place.  The mind represents the spiritual place.  We all have the power to think and use our minds.  When we are in touch with God, he impregnates our mind and we get knew thoughts that can resurrect us from our terrible condition.  This is the spiritual meaning of God, Jesus and his mother.  Mother Mary represents the Holy Spirit, the mate of the Father.  

Moses, Jesus, Muhammad and all representatives of God always worked to liberate women.  Preachers, Imams and Rabbis today should all be working for the liberation of women.  This is how we know that we have a true leader in our midst.  How do you treat the women?  Respect the Black woman and all women.  She is a mercy to us.  She is the key to the kingdom.  Now back to Hagar and her son.  I will now show you and us how Hagar and her son are a prophecy of the Black man and woman today. 
Once again Hagar was put out of the house that gave her protection.  Black man and woman, we were put out of Africa.  Africa was our house of protection.  We were made slaves and made dependent on the White man for everything.  Even as we knew that the White man put us in this mess, we were taught to look to him for help out of this mess.

We were taught to look to the educational system of America for a way out of our condition.  We were taught to look to the religious system of America for a way out.  We were taught to look to the Democrats or Republicans for a way out.  We were taught to look to the court, or justice system of America for a way out.  This is the meaning of the two hills that Hagar ran to for help.  Hills in the Bible represent powers, governments and influence in our lives.  She could get no help from these hills and we can get no help from America’s institutions.  They put us in this condition.  America and Europe put us in this condition.

Finally Hagar got exhausted and gave up. She gave up on the hills.  It is time for us to get exhausted and give up on this American and European system.  That is when Hagar found the answer.  Water sprung up from the foot of the youth.   God was the one that produced the well, but why was it found at the foot of the youth?  This is to let us know that God through our youth is the source for our salvation.  We must look to God and our youth.

In Africa water had great symbolism and meaning.  Water symbolizes that which we need to live.  Water is essential for our survival.  We cannot live without water.  Water is a cleansing agent as well.  Water was put at the front of the church in the Old Testament.  The members of the church were to wash as they entered the church.  This teaches us that we are to wash spiritually and mentally before we deal with each other, because the original church is the human being.  

Water also was used to symbolize knowledge in Africa.  This is why Jesus, who is African, instituted baptism as a ritual for the African church.  This is an old and ancient African tradition that was carried out at our colleges in Africa.  When one was baptized it meant that the person had given up a dead life and had acquired the knowledge that would enable him to live a Godly life.  That knowledge that he acquired resurrected him or her and gave him or her power to resurrect others.  
You can see this concept at the capitol mall in Washington D.C.  There is the reflection pool, which is a body of water.  There is an obelisk right next to the pool.  This is symbolism from Africa.  After one had acquired the knowledge of resurrection, that one would be baptized in a body of water that was located next to an obelisk.  The water represented the body of knowledge and the obelisk represented resurrection.  Your old lifestyle is dead because now you are resurrected.  Once again this is why Jesus instituted the ritual of baptism.  He is African and he studied his African culture.  What does this have to do specifically with Black people today?
The love for self is that water for us.  The knowledge of self is that water.  The more you know about yourself is the more you know about God.  The more you know about God is the more you know about yourself.  We must love Africa and our African ancestors.  We must understand that all of the knowledge that Europe has came from Africa.  Whether it is science, medicine, art, religion, it all came from Africa.  

We must relearn this knowledge, come back home to Africa and teach it to the youth.  It makes no sense that the youth do not know our history.  Not just our history to slavery in America but also our history all the way to Africa and back to God.  We are the original people of the earth.  Sense we are the original people of the earth then we are the first and direct descendants of God.  This is the knowledge that we must teach our youth. 
Some of our adults are afraid of our youth.  They look at our Black youth and act as if they are of no use at all.  We need to look at our youth again.  All of these years we have been praying for a solution to our problems.  All of these years we have been hoping that we as a people will be delivered from this condition.  These wants and prayers have entered the womb of our women and now manifested in our children.  These children are the product of the prayers of Black people.

You see, they are fulfillment of our prayers.  We have been praying for someone to come along and deal with the devil.  These youth fear nothing.  They do not fear the police.  They do not fear the government.  They seem to be so rebellious.  We need to teach the youth our history and culture and teach them that their job is to liberate our people from the oppressor.  They have to be this way to deal with the oppressor.  While they are at church we should be teaching them our African history and culture.  Since they do not know our history then it is our fault because we have had plenty of opportunity to teach them our history. 

They need to know about the suffering that our ancestors went through during slavery.  They need to know that our ancestors made sacrifices so that we may be here today.  Our youth need to know that our ancestors were thinking of us as they went through hundreds of years of slavery.  As they were beaten night and day they were thinking of us today.  As our female ancestors were being raped, they were thinking of us.  They need to know the pain that our people went through.  They need to hear the cries of our ancestors in the slave-ships.  They need to hear the cries of our ancestors as they suffered under the master’s whip.  They need to hear the cries and feel the pain of our ancestors as they were lynched and burned at the stake.    
Black man and woman, you fulfill the scriptures in the Bible.  Read Genesis 15:13-15.  This scripture tells us that the seed of Abraham would go through slavery for four hundred years.  They would be strangers in a land that is not theirs.  We were slaves from 1555 to 1955.  In 1955 God came in the person of The Most Honorable Martin Luther King and The Most Honorable Malcolm X and all of the workers that worked for the rights of Black people.  It was then that we started to come out of slavery.
Deuteronomy 28:68 tells us that the Hebrews would go into slavery by way of ship.  In that scripture Egypt is used as a metaphor for America.  This is not the great and glorious Egypt that we love but a fallen Egypt.  America is our Egypt.  They are that fallen Egypt.  They have stolen their knowledge from Egypt and have hidden that knowledge in their secret Masonic orders, but they did not have a clean heart like our Egyptian ancestors.  Because they approached the knowledge with an evil heart they are not the glorious Egypt of our ancestors but a fallen Egypt. 

We were taken into slavery by way of ship.  We fulfill the scriptures of the Jews and Hebrews in the Bible.  We are the Messianic people.  As Jesus is the Messiah, we are the Messianic people.  As the job of the Messiah is to bring the whole world back to God, he has given us that job.  All of this is prophesied of the Black man and woman. 
This is the meaning of Hagar.  Recall that the scripture tells us that Ishmael went on to become a great leader.  He went on to become the leader of a great nation.  Even though he and his mother were cast out of the house of his father, God blessed him and away from the house of his father he was blessed by God.

Black people we are outside of the house of our fathers.  That house is Africa.  We have gone through hell to survive to this time.  During this time of separation from our fathers and mothers in Africa, we have been taught to hate and disregard our homeland, Mother Africa.  Our hearts have been turned away from our fathers and the hearts of our fathers have been turned away from us.  We either hate Africa or we are indifferent to Africa.  We feel like Africa and African knowledge and culture have nothing to offer us.  Our people in Africa have been taught to feel the same way about us as well.  

The scripture says that before the great and terrible day of the Lord would come he would send Elijah and Elijah would turn the hearts of the children back to the fathers and the hearts of the fathers back to the children.  In fulfillment of that scripture we had leaders that taught us to love Africa and taught Africa to love its people no matter where the people of Africa were on the earth.  Recall that Ishmael took a wife from Egypt, the land of his mother.  Egypt and Africa are our motherland and we are to marry ourselves to our land, history and culture.  If we do that then like Ishmael, God will bless us to be a mighty nation.  

One such leader was The Most Honorable Marcus Garvey.  He said “Africa for the Africans, those at home and those abroad”.  He lit a fire under Black people all over the world.  He started the Universal Negro Improvement Association.  This organization at its height had chapters on every continent and five million members.  Marcus Garvey sought to unite the whole world of Black people into one mighty nation.  He taught Black people to see the Bible through African eyes.  He said we believe in the Father, Son and Holy Ghost but we see the Father, Son and Holy Ghost as Black.  Marcus Garvey was the first to make that true connection with Africa.

He constructed the Universal Negro Improvement Association to function as a universal Black nation.  He traveled the world and saw that the Black man had no nation, no president and no representatives.  He saw that the Black man and woman lacked respect in this world.  When he constructed the Universal Negro Improvement Association, he gave Black people positions.  He gave the position of ambassador to our people.  He gave the position of secretary to our people.  He gave the position of representative to our people.  He gave us a Black nurses department.  He set up many Black departments.  He gave dignity to the Black man and woman.   

He wrote many articles and gave many speeches.  In those articles and speeches he gave Black people critical information.  He said that Egypt was Black.  This had to be said because White scientists were telling the world that Egypt and Ethiopia were White nations.  He told Black people that Africa gave knowledge to Europe.  He said that Africa gave Europe the knowledge of science, medicine, music and art.  This had to be said because White people were telling the world that Europe was the author of this knowledge.  

He said that Black people would resurrect in the same manner as Jesus, The Christ.  He said that we would bring justice to Africa and the whole world.  He made a very clear comparison between the Black man and woman and The Black, African Messiah, Jesus; The Christ.  He said all of these things in the early 1900’s.  His career was mainly between the years of 1916-1925.  In my estimation he is the true father of Black Liberation Theology.  He influenced the rise of the Rastafarian Movement.  Men like The Most Honorable Bob Marley and The Most Honorable Peter Tosh stood up and put the words of Garvey in their music.  Although the government busted the Universal Negro Improvement Association, the Rastafarians carried on the traditions and works of Garvey.             

The Most Honorable Elijah Muhammad was another such leader.  He saw the Black man and woman in a terrible condition.  He sought to give us the knowledge that would clean us up.  He sought to teach Black people that original ancient African knowledge.  He taught that the Black man and woman are the original people of the earth.  Not just the original people in Africa but the original people of the earth.  As original people of the earth we are direct descendants of God.  As direct descendants of God there is nothing that we cannot do if connected to our God.

The Most Honorable Elijah Muhammad taught Black people to love Africa.  He taught Africans to love us no matter where we were in the world.  He was the first to teach that the Black man and woman fulfill the scriptures in both Bible and Quran.  He was the first to teach that Black people fulfill what is written of the Jews or Hebrews in the Bible and the Muslims in the Quran.  He taught that all of the knowledge that is in both books is African.  

The Most Honorable Elijah Muhammad taught of the Black Jesus.  He taught that the whole life of Jesus is a prophecy about the Black man and woman of today.  He taught that the birth, growth, life, work, death, burial and resurrection of Jesus were also prophecy about the Black man and woman.

He taught the truth about the Masonic order.  He taught that the whole Masonic ritual is about the Black man and woman.  He taught that the Black man and woman are the secret to that whole secret order.  He taught that a Black man called a Shriner is not properly named because it is he that is the father of the knowledge that is in Masonry.  He taught that White people were making mockery of the Black man and woman in Masonry.  He told Black people to leave the Devil’s Masonry alone.  He taught us to be ourselves.  Be your original self Black man and woman.

The Honorable Minister Louis Farrakhan has carried on that teaching from his Supreme Teacher.  He has told the whole world that the ritual of Hiram Abiff is really a ritual about the Black man and woman.  We were the master builders of civilization.  We were the first and best builders.  We were willing to teach the world the knowledge of building but there were some that became impatient.  Three of those impatient ones hit us in the head, beat us near to death.  They then carried us on a journey to the west and buried us in a shallow grave in the North Country; North America.

Black man and woman, we are the Messianic people.  We are destined like Jesus to resurrect and carry out our mission of resurrecting the whole world.  Our leaders have been messiahs doing the work of Jesus; The Black African, Revolutionary, Hebrew Messiah.  They have been our Elijah’s.  They have continuously come to us and taught that knowledge that would put flesh on our bones and truth in our heads to raise us from this dead position and stand us up on the truth in the upright position.  They have sought to make us perpendicular to the square.  That square is truth and knowledge, which brings about equality. 

Consider that Jesus prophecies of our condition in Matthew chapter 24.  He says that the coming of the son of man is like the shining of the light of the sun from the east to the west.  He says that wherever the eagle is gathered together, that is where you will find the carcass.  As this is prophecy concerning Jesus as the Son of man, this is also speaking of the Black man and woman as sons of men.  When we were stolen from Africa in the east and taken to the west, that knowledge that came from us which is light to the world was also taken to the west.  The symbol of America is the eagle and we are the dead carcass that America feeds upon to remain alive.  Jesus saw us Black man and woman!      
Let us all catch the spirit of Elijah.  Let us turn our hearts to our fathers and the hearts of our fathers to us.  Let us accept our own and be our self.  Let us unite and build a free Africa.  Let us work towards a United States of Africa.  Let us stand up for the oppressed all over the world.  Let us unite and defeat Satan and his satanic world.  Let us become that great nation like it was with Ishmael.  Let us bring the whole world under peace and justice as we are the Messianic people, following the example of Jesus as The Messiah.  Let us continue the work of our Messianic leaders that I mentioned above.  There are many more that I could mention, both men and woman, all of whom have been great Messianic leaders of this great Messianic people, the Black people of America and the world.

Some of those great Black messiahs are, The Most Honorable Harriet Tubman, The Most Honorable Sojourner Truth, The Most Honorable Fanny Lou Hamer, The Most Honorable Mary McCloud Bethune, The Most Honorable Queen Mother Moore, The Most Honorable Phyllis Wheatley, The Most Honorable Rosa Parks, The Most Honorable David Walker, The Most Honorable Fredrick Douglass, The Most Honorable W.E.B. Dubois, The Most Honorable Marcus Garvey, The Most Honorable Drew Ali, The Most Honorable Fard Muhammad, The Most Honorable Elijah Muhammad, The Most Honorable Paul Robeson, The Most Honorable Malcolm X, The Most Honorable Martin Luther King, The Most Honorable Huey P. Newton, The Most Honorable Bob Marley, The Most Honorable Peter Tosh, The Most Honorable Stokely Carmichael,(Kwame Toure);  these are but a few of the messiahs of the messianic people that came to us doing the work of The Messiah, Jesus.  

All of them suffered because of the work that they did.  Some were jailed, some were beaten, some were killed, and all suffered slander; just because they wanted to see Black people free.  They suffered these things at the hands of the government of the United States of America.  They also suffered these things at the hands of our own people who were ignorant of what they were doing.  We must learn from the past and work together as a people.  The Almighty Father is with us, we cannot lose.  

Remember it is God, our history and culture, the woman and our youth.  They are the key to our salvation.  In the words of The Most Honorable Marcus Garvey, “Up you mighty race you can accomplish what you will”.  In the words of the Most Honorable Elijah Muhammad,”Accept your own and be yourself”.  In the words of our ancient ancestors in Egypt, “Know thyself”.
