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April 15, 2007-The Denigration Of Women

Greetings, my Dear and wonderful people of the human family, in the name of God:  I pray that all are doing well.

I would like to say a few words on the whole drama surrounding the comments of Don Imus.  As of today, (April 15, 2007), Don Imus has been fired from MSNBC AND CBS, over comments Don made about the beautiful Black women that play basketball for Rutgers College.

As you know, Don Imus and others on the Don Imus show, referred to these Black women in derogatory terms.  Don Imus referred to the women as, “nappy headed hoes”.  Bernard Mcguirk referred to the women as, “hard-core hoes”.  Don Imus, in referring to the Tennessee team, said that those women were cute.  This was obviously because the women on Team Tennessee are White women.  Mcguirk said that it looked to him like the Jigaboos verses the Wannabes.  Charles McCord said it was from the movie, “Do The Right Thing”.  Sid Rosenberg ends the comments by saying that the Black women on Rutgers looked like the Toronto Raptors, a pro men’s basketball team.

All of the aforementioned, along with Don Imus, soiled the airwaves with denigrating talk about Black women.  These are four White men, pushing the idea, that Black women are ugly and less than White women.  These are four White men reinforcing the idea that Black people in general and Black women in particular, are less than White people, less than White women and less than a human being.  Recall that Black people were considered only three fifths of a human being in America’s constitution.

What was real interesting to me was to watch those that came out to defend Don and by extension, defend Don’s co-hosts.  David Gregory, of MSNBC,  even went so far as to say that Don Imus did not originate such talk, but that such talk or speech originated with rap music and the culture of hip hop.  In other words, such talk and speech originated with and from Black people.  This is very interesting.

The Most Honorable Elijah Muhammad taught us, that we must look at the origin of things.  Looking at and investigating the origin of things, would teach us about the universe, the creation, God and man.  With that in mind, let us see if David Gregory is correct when he says that the words of Don Imus came from and originated with the culture of hip hop, rap music.  It is true that a lot of the music in the culture of hip hop is denigrating towards women in general and Black women in particular:  But why is that so and are Black people solely to blame, partially to blame or principally to blame?

Africa is the ancestral home of the Black man and woman.  That being the case, African culture is the original culture of the Black man and woman.  Anyone that has done any study of African culture can tell you that African culture has the highest regard and respect for the Black woman in particular and women in general.  How do we know?

Just take a look at the word Africa.  That word was created by our ancestors.  The general meaning of that word Africa is house for the soul and spirit of God.  The word Africa is really three words put together.  Afu-meaning house; Ra-meaning God; Ka-meaning soul or spirit:  Afu-Ra-Ka-house for the soul and spirit of God.  In this form, Afu-Ra-Ka refers to the land.  In this form Afu-Ra-Ka is masculine.  There is also a feminine form.  Afu-Rait-Kait is house for the soul and spirit of God, but in the feminine.

So really Afu-Ra-Ka is house for the soul and spirit of the Father and Afu-Rait-Kait is house for the soul and spirit of the Mother.  Afu-Ra-Kani refers to any one male as a house for the soul and spirit of the Father.  Afu-Ra-Kanu refers to all males as houses for the soul and spirit of the Father.  As for the female, Afu-Rait-Kaitnit refers to any one female as a house for the soul and spirit of the Mother.  Afu-Rait-Kaitnut refers to all females as houses for the soul and spirit of the Mother.

Isn’t that interesting?  The African ancestors could not fathom the existence of the divine Father without the divine Mother.  It was the belief in the divine Mother that caused African society to be absolutely respected of the women in that society.  It was the belief in the divine Mother that caused the African ancestors to elevate women to equal citizenship with men in African society.

Today many of us are Christian and Muslim.  In Christianity and Islam, the divine Mother is known as the Holy Spirit.  In the African Hebrew language she is Ruach Ha’ Kadosh.  Kadosh is the word for Holy and Ruach is the word for Spirit.  Ruach is a feminine word, letting us know that the Holy Spirit is feminine.  In Proverbs she is given the feminine title of Wisdom.  If you have read Proverbs, then you know that the word for Wisdom is feminine as well.  Chochmah is the feminine word for wisdom in the African Hebrew language.  Mother Wisdom and Mother Holy Spirit are one and the same.

In Islam Holy Spirit is feminine as well.  There is an Arabic equivalent to the Hebrew Ruach Ha’ Kadosh and it is feminine.  I noticed in the prayers of the Muslims the presence of the word Illah.  Ahadu Illah-Illah-ha-il-alah.  I can count two or three Illahs and one Allah in the prayer.  The word Illah is an African Hebrew word for God and it is feminine.  Illah is the Holy Spirit in Islam.  This all falls in line with the teaching of our African ancestors.  For there to be a divine Father, there has to be a divine Mother.

What has happened is that the European scholars came in and changed the scriptures of the Bible.  The Greeks neutered the Holy Spirit, so you have her referred to as it, a thing.  The Romans came in and changed her to a male and referred to her as he.  Jesus spoke African Hebrew and when he spoke he quoted from the African Hebrew Old Testament.  It was impossible for Jesus to refer to the Holy Spirit as a male.  He used the word Ruach for spirit and once again Ruach is feminine.

Because the Europeans were not a matriarchal society, they had no regard for the woman or the female.  The Roman church at one time taught that women had no souls.  For that reason the Roman church would not allow women to hold position or office in their church.  Really, when you examine European society, you can see that the ruling class and ruling families of Europe, whether religious or secular, had no regard and no respect for the woman.  The ruling class and ruling families of Europe absolutely destroyed their women.  Women were denied equal rights.  Women were denied the right to own property.  Women were denied the right to participate in elections.  The ruling class and ruling families of Europe practiced and propagated the philosophy of sexism and hatred of the woman to the whole world.  Today the whole world is infected with that wicked philosophy, of disregard and disrespect of the woman.  
Fast-forward to America.  This wicked and destructive attitude can be seen in the founding of America.  The Black woman had absolutely no rights as a slave in America and anywhere that slavery was practiced, from the 16th century to the end of slavery, in the 19th century.  The slave-master would rape the Black woman at will, producing children that remained in slavery. 
The slave-master, during slavery would refer to Black women as bed-wenches and belly-warmers.  Black women were looked at as good for breeding, meaning that a Black woman was like an animal.  Black women, during slavery were not treated with any kind of respect.  This is even the root cause of the problem between White women and White men.  The slave-master’s wife knew that her husband was going down into the slave quarters, to rape Black women.  The slave-master’s wife knew that her husband “fathered” many of the children on the plantation.  She did nothing.  She chose to side with such a wicked system and helped to preach that it was the will of God to keep such a wicked system going.
Sisters and brothers, this is the origin of the disrespect for the Black woman in particular and all women in general, in America.  I want you to follow me very closely.  The slave-master of yesterday is still in charge today.  Those that you see at the very top in this wicked system today are the children of the slave-master of yesterday.  Those at the top in government, politics, media, corporate America, the military and all facets of American society, are those same ones that ran the system during the time of slavery.

Let us put it another way.  The same White men that ran America yesterday run America today.  Those same ones are at the top and they have not changed.  These are the ones that run the music industry.  The White men that run the music industry still look at Black women as less than.  They control the music that goes out to the public.  They are the reason why the music is so filthy.  The White men at the top in the music industry are the ones that put out such music that is disrespectful of women.  Those at the top in the music industry do not want positive songs; they do not want positive raps.
You that have studied hip hop and rap music know that original hip hop culture is a culture of revolution.  You know that rap music originally conveyed a message of hope and positive change in the community.  Rappers back in the day not only made raps for parties and fun, but also rapped in order to inform the community as to what was really going on in the ghetto.  What has happened is that the controllers of the music have taken rap and hip hop culture and repacked it and changed it and gave it back to us and told that it is our culture.  Not so.  What we hear on the radio is not our culture.  As White men changed the words of the Bible and changed the words of Jesus, because of their disregard for the woman, they have also changed our music in the same manner.

So now let us ask the question-where did Don Imus learn to talk about Black women in such denigrating and derogatory terms?  How can Black people, whose ancestry is Africa, make songs that denigrate Black women in particular and women in general?  The answer is found in America’s slave past.  The answer is found in America’s slave culture. We are all suffering from America’s history of slavery.  
In 2007, we are all still moving in the mind and culture of slavery.  Black people are still acting and thinking like slaves and White men at the top are still acting and thinking like slave-masters.  It is up to Black people to study Harriett Tubman, Sojourner Truth, Marcus Garvey, Elijah Muhammad, Malcolm X, and Dr. King.  These sisters and brothers taught us to take control of our culture and our lives by studying our original culture, African culture.  When we study African culture and become houses for the soul and spirit of God again, then we will truly be free.

I saw heard some of the comments that were made by the Rutgers Women’s Basketball team.  I commend the sisters for taking a stand.  Black women all over America are now taking a stand against such wicked speech and behavior as practiced by Don Imus.  Black women are taking a stand against that which is passed off as hip hop culture and really is not.  I am sure that you have heard of the stand that women took against Nelly.  Women are standing up.  Women want to be loved and respected.  Black women are now taking the lead in this fight.  I love and I am one man among many that will do all that I can to make sure, that we return to African culture and honor, respect and cherish the Black woman in particular and all women in general.
