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April 2, 2007-What Is Wisdom?

Greetings Dear and Beautiful people of the human family:  I greet you in the name of The Father, The Son and The Holy Spirit.  I pray that all of you are doing well.

I would like to discuss with you the book of Proverbs, written by the African Hebrew, King Solomon.  I would like to briefly discuss Wisdom, which is the main topic of the book of Proverbs.  As always I will seek to connect this discussion to Africa.  I have found that African history, knowledge and culture are the root to all that we discuss.  When we see the book of Proverbs from an African perspective, we will get a better understanding.  When we look at Wisdom from an African perspective, we will get a better understanding.  This is because the African was the first to understand and then teach the concept of wisdom to the world.

First, we must know that Africa is the origin of Proverbs.  Proverbs are sayings, wise sayings that teach one about life and how to live.  The Africans were the first to understand and then teach the world how to live in peace with God, Man and God’s creation.
I have a lecture given by one of our great scholars, Ashra Kwesi.  In the lecture entitled, Judaism, The Stolen Religion From Africa, Parts 1 and 2, Brother Ashra shows wise sayings or Proverbs, written in Egypt in hieroglyphics, many years before King Solomon.  One can see that the Proverbs of Solomon matches exactly those written years before, in Egypt, in hieroglyphics.  This is not strange when we know that the religion that we call Hebrew or Judaism, originated in Africa in general and Egypt in particular.  This is not strange when we know that all that is in the Bible can be seen in Egypt, written in hieroglyphics.  When we know and understand that the African Hebrews and African Egyptians are the same people, this is not strange at all.

Solomon’s book of Proverbs has also been called a book of philosophy.  The root word in philosophy is the word Sophus.  This is an Egyptian word that carries the meaning, wisdom.  Sophus is the feminine form of wisdom.  The word Sophus is the root word for the names Sophia and Sophie.  In the languages of Africa, all words are written as masculine or feminine.  Once again Sophus is the feminine form of wisdom.  
After the Greek philosophers went to Egypt to study under Egyptian teachers, they came away with the concept of philosophy.  The purpose of philosophy is to discuss and analyze the knowledge in the known universe, for the salvation of the soul.  It was for this purpose that King Solomon wrote the book of Proverbs.  The African Hebrew, King Solomon, studied his African ancestors and now he wants to teach us what he has learned.

In the book of Proverbs, the word used for wisdom is Chochmah.  You can find this word in the Strong’s Hebrew and Greek dictionary, under the number 2451, in the Hebrew side of the dictionary.  The Hebrew language is an African language.  That being the case, all words are written in the masculine or feminine form.  Chochmah is feminine and it is singular.  The word Chochmowth, number 2454 is the plural form of 2451.  You can plainly see that wisdom is feminine in the book of Proverbs, as King Solomon uses the descriptive words, “she” and “her” to describe wisdom, (Chochmah-2451).
If you study Wisdom, study her attributes, study her function, you will see that she works in exactly the same fashion as the Holy Spirit.  In Proverbs chapter 1 and verse 23, we see that she has started talking for herself.  She tells us that she will pour out her spirit to us or on us and make her words known to us.  This is very interesting:  From what I know about the Bible, when you see one speaking other than the author, it is usually God speaking.  The question is, God who?  It is my contention that God the Holy Spirit is speaking here in verse 23 of chapter 1 of the book of Proverbs.  Let us continue.
My Bible connects Proverbs chapter 1 and verse 23 to Joel chapter 2 and verse 28.  In that scripture God says that he will pour out his spirit on all flesh.  The African Hebrew word used here for spirit is the word Ruach.  It can be found under the number 7307, in the Hebrew side of Strong’s.  That word is feminine.  All scholars tell us that the spirit referred to in this scripture, is the Holy Spirit.  The African Hebrew word for Holy is Kadosh, it can be found under the number 6945, in the Hebrew side of Strong’s.  This word used for holy, refers not to a thing, but a person.  We know the Holy Spirit as a person.  She is the third person in the Holy Trinity.  When you put the two Hebrew words together you get, “Ruach Ha’ Kadosh”.  Once again the word used for Spirit is Ruach and that word is feminine, not masculine.
The Holy Spirit is feminine!  Recall St. Matthew chapter 1 and verse 20:  When we read that verse in the Living Bible, we learn that Jesus was conceived by The Holy Spirit.  The male does not conceive; it is the female that conceives.  The Holy Spirit is feminine, and she not only gave birth to Jesus, she also gave birth to all of us and the whole of creation.
When we connect Proverbs chapter 1 and verse 23, with Joel chapter 2 and verse 28, we can see that Wisdom and the Holy Spirit are one and the same.  King Solomon is talking about the Holy Spirit all along, but using the word Wisdom, as a title for the Holy Spirit.  King Solomon tells us in Proverbs that we should go after Wisdom with all of our being.  Is that not how we were and are told to go after the Holy Spirit?

In Proverbs chapter 2 and verse 6, we learn that the LORD gives wisdom.  This would imply that Wisdom is a gift and one could receive that precious gift, if that one would only ask the LORD for that gift.  Is this not how we refer to the Holy Spirit and do we not say that the Holy Spirit is a gift and all one has to do is ask for that gift?
In chapter 8 of Proverbs Wisdom speaks for herself again.  In verse 4 of chapter 8 she says that she calls men.  Why men?  Because men are the ones in charge, therefore men are the ones that need to listen to Wisdom.  In verse 6 she tells us that she speaks excellent things.  In verses 7 and 8 Wisdom tells us that she speaks truth and righteousness.

In verse 10 Wisdom tells us to receive her instruction.  In verse 11 she tells us that she is better than rubies, she also tells us that she is incomparable.  Can we not see that this is how we describe The Holy Spirit?  Let us continue.  She tells us to fear the LORD in verse 13. Wait a minute.  Did you catch that?  Take another look at verse 13.  If you look closely, you can see that there are two entities, in this verse, the LORD and Wisdom.  Wisdom tells us to fear the LORD and hate evil.  She tells us that council is hers in verse 14.  In verse 15 Wisdom tells us that kings and princes rule and declare justice because of her.  Wisdom sure is sounding good to me!  In verse 17 she tells us that she loves those who love her and she is found by those who seek her early.

Let us drop down to verse 22.  This verse is very interesting.  Wisdom tells us that the LORD possessed her in the beginning before he began his work. The LORD here must be the FATHER!  Wisdom is telling us that she was with the Father from the beginning.  In verse 23 she tells us that she was set up from everlasting, from the beginning: before the earth ever was.  Listen to Wisdom talk!

In verses 24-26 she tells us that she was brought forth before anything was done by the Father.  It is like the Father is bringing her forth as a bride, before he begins his work.  In verses 27-29 Wisdom begins to describe some of the work that the Father began to do; creating the heavens and the earth and setting different boundaries in the universe.

In verse 30 Wisdom tells us that she was by the Father, as one brought up with the Father.  She further tells us that she was the Father’s delight on a daily basis.  She tells us that she was always in a mood of rejoicing before the Father.  The Father is out there working hard everyday and when he is finished, there is Wisdom rejoicing before him and rendering herself as a delight for the Father.  I think women and wives should take heed to Wisdom.  She sure is magnificent!

In verse 31 Wisdom tells us that she took delight in the sons of men.  It seems like she looks on mankind as her children, as if she is the Mother of mankind, along side the Father.  In verse 32 she calls us her children.  In verse 34 Mother Wisdom tells us that we are blessed if we listen to her.  In verse 35 she tells us that we find life when we find her.  She tells us that when we find her we find favor with the LORD, (Father).

In verse 36 she tells us that we do harm to our own souls if we sin against her.  We love death if we hate her.  Who is Wisdom?  She is the Holy Spirit, our Mother of creation.  Wisdom is the title given to the Holy Spirit by King Solomon, so that we would know her function and role in the creation.  Let us now briefly turn our attention to the words of Jesus, in the New Testament and rap this up.

In St. John chapter 14 and verse 26, we see Jesus talking to his disciples about the coming of the Holy Ghost, the Comforter.  Jesus, in this scripture refers to the Holy Ghost as he and says that when he comes, he will be a teacher and a reminder.  I want you to think with me.  

What language did Jesus speak?  He spoke Hebrew and Aramaic.  What language was the New Testament written in?  The New Testament was written in the Greek language.  Jesus did not speak Greek; once again he spoke Hebrew and Aramaic.  Hebrew and Aramaic are sister languages of Africa.  In the front of all King James Bibles, you will see that it was translated out of the original tongues.  What does this mean?

Our Bibles are written in English.  English is not the original tongue; the original tongue or language would be the African Hebrew language.  The Old Testament English is translated from the original African Hebrew language, but the New Testament English is translated from the Greek language.

Let us get back to Jesus.  When Jesus spoke he spoke the African Hebrew or African Aramaic language.  When Jesus taught he always quoted from the Old Testament.  The Old Testament was originally written in the African Hebrew language.  Jesus spoke Hebrew and quoted from the Hebrew Scriptures.  That being the case, it would be impossible for Jesus to refer to the Holy Ghost or Holy Spirit in the masculine.  In the African Hebrew language the Holy Spirit is Ruach Ha’ Kadosh.  Kadosh is the word for Holy and Rauch is the word for Spirit.

Once again Ruach is feminine.  So what happened?  The European scholars changed the scriptures; that is what happened!  In the last chapter of the book of Revelation, we are warned not to add or take away from the scriptures.  That is exactly what happened.  The Greeks changed the scriptures and neutered the Holy Spirit, making her a thing; an it.  The Romans came along and changed her into the masculine, referring to her as he.  The Europeans changed the scriptures!  They know that Jesus referred to the Holy Spirit in the feminine, but they changed it on purpose!

As an African, Jesus highly regarded women.  As an African, Jesus highly respected women.  Jesus had no problem talking of his Father and Mother.  The Europeans, being a patriarchal society, had no regard for women.  The Greeks and Romans had little respect for women.  That being the case, they could not accept the fact that part of the God Head was and is feminine.  Many of us are like that today.  Many of us have been poisoned with that same sick mind of the European scholars.

When we understand that the Holy Spirit or Wisdom is feminine, then the words of Jesus, regarding the Holy Spirit, begin to make sense.  In St. Matthew chapter 12 and verses 31-32, we see that speaking blasphemy against the Holy Spirit is unforgivable. Reread Proverbs chapter 8 and verses 34-36.  Particularly in verse 36 we see that we hurt ourselves if we sin against Mother Wisdom.  This is what Jesus had in mind in St. Matthew chapter 12 and verses 31 and 32.

The Holy Spirit is the womb and Mother, through whom we are born and reborn.  When we reject the womb, it is impossible for us to go through the resurrection process.  When we reject her we bring harm to ourselves because we cannot be reborn spiritually, as she is the womb that facilitates our spiritual rebirth.  When we accept her, (Mother Wisdom- Holy Spirit), we find life, birth, resurrection and favor with the Father.  This, once again, is what we learned in Proverbs chapter 8 and verses 34-36.  When we reject her, we reject life itself and that is unforgivable.  This is what Jesus is teaching us in Matthew chapter 12 and verses 31 and 32.

Let us examine one more scripture containing the words and actions of Jesus.  Now that we know that Wisdom is the title of the Holy Spirit, and now that we know that she is our Mother, maybe we can understand the words and actions of Jesus more clearly.  Go to St. Matthew chapter 12, verses 46-50.  Here we see that Jesus is teaching the people and spiritually battling the Scribes and Pharisees.  In verse 46 of chapter 12 of Matthew, we see that the mother and brothers of Jesus came to speak with him.  In verse 47 of the same chapter, we see that Jesus is informed that his mother and brothers desire to speak with him.

In verse 48 of chapter 12 of Matthew Jesus says something very strange.  He asks:  “Who is my mother?  And who are my brethren?”  In verse 49 he then stretches his hands toward his disciples and says:  “Behold my mother and my brethren.  In verse 50 he says that those that do the will of the Father are his mother and brothers.  This is very interesting.  

One can easily understand Jesus’ statement concerning his brothers.  It is easy to understand that when men and women for that matter, do the will of the Father, then those men and women are behaving as children of the Father.  When we do the will of the Father, it is correct to think of ourselves as siblings.  When Jesus calls the disciples his brothers, he is absolutely correct.  But who is the mother that he is referring to?

Read verses 46-50 of St. Matthew chapter 12 again.  Jesus seems to say that he has another mother.  He cannot deny the fact that Mary birthed him, but who is the other mother that Jesus is referring to?  The only way that this scripture makes sense, is if we understand and take into account the fact that the Holy Spirit is our first Mother.  We are all born spiritually first, then we are born physically, through our physical mothers.

The Mother that Jesus is talking about in this scripture is the Holy Spirit, whose title is Wisdom, in Proverbs.  Jesus is an African Hebrew.  As an African Hebrew, he had no problem acknowledging his spiritual Mother, the Holy Spirit.  Those that translated the New Testament into Greek, hated to acknowledge the woman.  Because they hated to acknowledge the woman and the female, they purposefully changed the New Testament scriptures.  They changed the words of Jesus purposefully, because they had and have a bias against and hatred towards the woman and the female.

So now, what did the European scholars do?  They remade the Trinity.  They acknowledged the Father and the Son, but they changed the Holy Spirit into another man.  Now we have the Father, the Son and some other dude.  Now we wonder why there is a problem with homosexuality in this world.  Now we wonder why and how it came to be that the concept of homosexuality has been allowed in to the school system.  First they gave Jesus two daddies and then they created literature for the children in schools, in which Johnny has two daddies and Heather has two mommies.  Do you not find this conversation interesting?   

Let us briefly recap what we have learned.  In the ancient world in general, Africa in particular, wisdom has always been associated with the woman.  The woman and female came to be known as the spiritual symbol for wisdom.  Proverbs is a book of philosophy.  The root word of philosophy is Sophus.  The word Sophus, once again is an Egyptian word. Sophus is feminine.  All words in Africa are either feminine or masculine; there are no neutered words in Africa.

After the Greek philosophers came to Egypt to study under African priests, they were able to come up with the word philosophy.  The purpose of philosophy in Greece was to discuss the knowledge in the universe for the salvation of the soul.  This is what the Africans taught them.  The book of Proverbs, once again, is a book of philosophy.  The main subject of Proverbs is wisdom.  The word used for wisdom is Chochmah.  That word is feminine.
As you read the book of Proverbs, you can plainly see that Wisdom is feminine, because of the words, “she” and “her” that are used to describe Wisdom.  More than once, Wisdom speaks for herself.  She says in Proverbs chapter 1 and verse 23 that she will pour out her spirit on those that are receptive to her.  This is exactly what is said in Joel chapter 2 and verse 28.  The scholars all agree that the Holy Spirit will be poured out on all mankind in the last days.  The scholars all agree that we are in those last days and that this is the time of the Holy Spirit.
Proverbs chapter 1 and verse 23 and Joel chapter 2 and verse 28, make us to understand that Wisdom and the Holy Spirit are one and the same.  In the African Hebrew language, the word for a living holy entity is Kadosh.  The word for Spirit, in Holy Spirit is Ruach.  Ruach is feminine.  Put those words together and you get, Ruach Ha’ Kadosh.  Wisdom is the title used for the Holy Spirit in the book of Proverbs.

In chapter 8 of Proverbs, Wisdom-Holy Spirit speaks for herself again.  She tells us that she was with the Father, (the LORD), in the beginning.  She makes us to know that she was the Helper of the Father, in the creation process.  Wisdom makes us to know that she was the delight of the Father, during his hard work of preparing and creating a universe.  Wisdom-Holy Spirit makes us to know that she is our Mother and we are her children.

We now know that Jesus spoke African Hebrew and African Aramaic.  We now know that Jesus only quoted from the Old Testament, African Hebrew scriptures.  That being the case, when he referred to the Holy Spirit, he used the Hebrew word Ruach.  Jesus used the word that lets us know that the Holy Spirit is feminine.  When the European scholars translated the New Testament into Greek, Latin and then English, they changed the words of Jesus on purpose, because of their hatred for women and their hatred for the feminine.

We now know that the Holy Spirit conceived Jesus, just like she conceived us all.  We now know that Jesus referred to the Holy Spirit as his Mother.  We should now have a better understanding of the Holy Spirit, in particular and the Trinity in general.  You cannot have a father and a son and no mother.  It is impossible!  The Holy Spirit is our Mother.  Her title is Wisdom.  She is the womb that gives us our spiritual birth.

The Father is a symbol of knowledge.  The male is a symbol of knowledge.  The Mother is a symbol of wisdom.  The female is a symbol of wisdom.  We and the whole of creation are in reality a symbol of the word that is alive in the Father.  Like any father, the Father needs a womb.  The Holy Spirit, our Mother is that womb that gives birth to the word, so that it may manifest in the physical realm.  This is what Wisdom-Holy Spirit tells us in chapter 8 of Proverbs.

One can have knowledge, but no wisdom and still end up in a mess.  Wisdom is that womb that takes knowledge, words, instruction and produces understanding.  The proof that we understand is in our works and actions that are visible to the world.     

Now we can truly understand the scripture that tells us to honor our Father and Mother, so that our days may be long on the land.  Let us truly be the siblings of Jesus and honor our Almighty Father, the LORD, and honor our Almighty Mother, the Holy Spirit.  We are truly the product of a two parent family.

I pray that I was of some help in the understanding of the scriptures.  I beg you to do your own research.  Go to the Internet and Google the words, “Ruach and Chochmah are feminine” and see what you find.
