                                              The Cross-and The Empty Tomb

                                                 Mark 15:21-37:  Mark 16:1-8

Holy and revolutionary greetings, in the name and title of the Black African, Revolutionary Messiah, Jesus The Christ.  We say his name and title in the African Hebrew language, the language of his African Father and African Mother, the language he spoke to his African people, the original language of the Black man and woman:  Yahshuah Ha’ Maschiach.

What I would like to do is examine the international Sunday School lessons from an African perspective.  There are many ways to look at the lessons that we are given.  The Father has blessed many people to give a beneficial interpretation of these lessons.  Black people have lived a very different life than most people on the earth.  Black people in Africa and outside of Africa have had a very different life than most people on earth.  There is a specific message for the oppressed all over the earth and there is a specific message for the Black people among those oppressed all over the earth.  I will examine this lesson from a revolutionary perspective that will seek to free us from the grip of the oppressor.  Let us get into it.

In this particular lesson we see Jesus on the cross.  Let us just take our time and examine the cross and the spiritual significance of the cross.  The cross has a vertical direction and a horizontal direction.  The vertical direction denotes the direction of God, who is above us, reaching down from himself, through Jesus to redeem man.  The horizontal denotes man-reaching man through Jesus.  Only when we have a proper relationship with God can we have a true relationship with our brother or sister.  It is through Jesus that these proper relationships come.

The cross has four points or four directions.  In your mind draw a line from the top point down to the left point and do the same to the right point.  Do the same thing from the bottom point to the left and right point.  You can see two triangles.  If you take the two triangles and transpose them over each other you can see The Star of David.  This Star of David predates the time of David.  It can be seen on the walls of the temples and tombs of our African ancestors the Egyptians.  These are all ancient African symbols.  

The Star of David is as the cross a right side up triangle and an upside down triangle.  The triangle stands for The Trinity.  We Africans always knew of The Trinity.  This is an ancient African concept.  God created the human being as a trinity.  We are a reflection of The Almighty Trinity.  We are mind, body and soul.  The mind corresponds to the Father, the body corresponds to the Son and the soul corresponds to the Spirit.  The cross and the Star of David represent the Almighty Trinity coming to redeem the fallen trinity.  The Almighty Trinity is represented by the right side up triangle and the fallen trinity or human being is represented by the upside down triangle.

On the walls of the temples and tombs of Egypt the Star of David represents The Pyramids.  The pyramids have four sides.  You walk up to a pyramid and you see one side in the shape of a triangle.  There are at the same time three other sides that you do not see, making a total of four sides.  The cross has four directions.  Those four sides and four directions symbolize the four elements, earth, air, fire and water.  In ancient Africa the number four represents foundation and preparation.

The human being is three dimensional, but there is an unseen dimension, the fourth dimension, which is the spiritual dimension.  The spiritual dimension is that dimension that connects us to God.  The foundation that Jesus stood on was and is a spiritual foundation.  This is ancient African teaching.  The reason that Jesus could resurrect was because he was rooted and grounded in the spiritual.  He was rooted and grounded in the teachings of his African ancestors. 

Many of our crosses look like the connecting of four arrows.  These arrows point in the four directions.  Masons use this cross.  The Catholic Church uses this cross.  This is all ancient African knowledge.  The Catholic Church and their Mason brothers stole this knowledge and gave it to us as if it were their own.  This knowledge is African, it is ours and we must reclaim it.

The arrows symbolize resurrection.  If you look at an arrow you can see that it looks like a circumcised penis.  In Africa the penis came to symbolize resurrection.  The whole body was considered holy, sacred and Godly in ancient African thought.  In today’s European medicine the symbol for the male is a circle with an arrow coming out of it.  This symbol is taken from ancient Africa.  The obelisk that we see in Egypt represented the male penis.  It represented resurrection.  This is why some of our crosses have four arrows that make up the cross.  The whole concept that we are to learn is the concept of resurrection.  This is all ancient African knowledge.  When you look at the cross you are looking at your ancient knowledge, my black brother and sister.

Jesus is on the cross.  He is the second Adam.  The first Adam is African and he was created in Africa.  The second Adam is also African.  His African name is Jesus.  The African has fallen.  The Black man and woman have fallen.  The job of Jesus is to put the Black man and woman back in their original position.  He comes redeem the whole of humanity.  What we must understand is that he has given that messianic job to the Black man and woman.  We must look at the life of Jesus and parallel it to the Black man and woman.

In the lesson we have Simon of Cyrene.  He is a Black man, an African like Jesus.  We see this Black man picking up the cross of Jesus.  What is this to tell us?  Simon is telling the Black man and woman to totally identify with the mission of Jesus.  We like Simon, must take up the cross.  This symbolizes the suffering mission of Jesus.  He is the Black African, Revolutionary Messiah.  It was because he stood up for revolution that he was attacked and killed.  This is the messianic job of the Black man and woman.  We must stand up for truth in a revolutionary fashion.  It is hard but we must do it.

Simon is the father of Alexander and Rufus.  These two men are some of the founders of what is called the first Christian church.  These are African men.  Jesus is African.  His disciples were African.  The Hebrews were and are African people.  These Africans founded the church at Jerusalem. Jerusalem and Israel are North, East Africa.  The reason that they were persecuted is because they were revolutionary.  It is time for us to be like our ancient African ancestors and be that revolutionary people that God has called.

Now let us examine the reason why Jesus is now on the cross.  Rome is the colonizer and world ruler at the time of this lesson.  Rome is Europe.  They have colonized the known world.  The people of Jesus are African people.  They have been colonized by Rome.  They have been destroyed as a people.  Their ancient knowledge and culture have been stolen by Rome.  They have been disenfranchised and locked out of the system.  

The Scribes, Sadducees and Pharisees were sellouts that only wanted position.  They pledged allegiance to the Roman government.  They pledged that they would keep the masses of those Black people under control.  They pledged that they would be on the lookout for anyone that would rise up and teach the people their ancient African knowledge and history.  They would be on the lookout for one that would rise and stand up for the poor masses of Black people.  They would be on the lookout for one that would teach these Black people how to be totally independent, physically, mentally, morally and spiritually.  When such a one would rise up, they pledged that they would give that one over to the Roman government that they may deal with that one.

Jesus was and is such a one.  He stood up against this White, racist, supremacist government of Rome.  He stood up against colonization.  He stood up against these Black sellouts that were the Scribes, Pharisees and Sadducees.  The Scribes, Pharisees and Sadducees had the knowledge, but they locked up that knowledge from the Black masses of the people.  This is what kept our African Hebrew brothers and sisters in a colonized condition.  Jesus came to give them that ancient African knowledge that had been locked up.  He told Black people to love self.  Love thy neighbor as you love yourself.  You cannot love yourself if you do not know yourself.  You cannot know yourself if you do not study yourself.  It is the study of the knowledge of self that gives you love for self.  He told his African Hebrew brothers and sisters to study their ancient African knowledge, history, culture and wisdom.  All of that knowledge is encompassed in what is called the Hebrew religion.  This is the knowledge that is in the Bible.  It is this same knowledge that we find in hieroglyphics on the walls of the temples and tombs of Egypt.

This is why Jesus had enemies.  This is why the wicked, racist government of Rome hated him.  This is why the Black, Uncle Tom Scribes, Sadducees and Pharisees hated him.  It seems that the greater the mission, the greater the opposition and the greater the hatred.  This represents the Black man and woman.  Examine the life of Jesus and you will see the Black man and woman.  

We are the moral compass of America.  It is the job of the Black man and woman to stand up: first the Black man and woman in America and the Americas and then the Black man and woman all over the world.  Take another look at Martin Luther King and Malcolm X.  These two men are prophets that were given to us that we might learn how to go for freedom.  Because these two men stood up, a wicked, racist, supremacist government from Europe killed them, only this time it is America.

The Black man and woman of America and the Americas are a colonized people, just like the African Hebrews that Jesus came up among.  These ancient African Hebrews are our ancestors.  Their life in the Bible is a mirror and a prophecy for our life and sojourn in America.  When we study them we are in the study of ourselves.  

Jesus, Martin and Malcolm all dealt with the problem of colonization.  Rome colonized the African Jesus and his African people.  America first stole us from Africa and then put us in a condition of colonization.  At the same time of our slavery and colonization, Africa also was put in a condition of colonization.  The whole world of the oppressed is in that condition of colonization. The Black, Brown, Red and Yellow are all in this condition of colonization.  When we look at Jesus we must know that his teaching eradicates that wicked condition.  We have not been able to come out of this condition because we have not been taught that Jesus had to deal with this same condition.  He was colonized just like us.

The African Hebrew at the time of this lesson had no love for self.  They had been made to hate self.  They loved the way of Rome and Greece more than they loved their ancient African Hebrew knowledge.  The Black man and woman of the Americas are in that same condition.  The Black man and woman in Africa are in that same condition.  The Black man and woman of the whole world are in that same condition.  We hate Africa.  We hate our history and culture.  The Black church does not teach their membership to study their African history.  We love Europe, the oppressor more than we love ourselves.  We feel that African culture has nothing to offer.  We do not know that this whole European civilization would not exist if it was not for Africa, because Africa is the beginning of civilization and the base of European knowledge.

The true teaching of Jesus restores the ancient African knowledge, history and culture of the Black man and woman.  The Most Honorable Prophet Marcus Garvey was a Black man that saw this in the teaching of Jesus.  He said that Ethiopia is the beginning of civilization.  He knew that Ethiopia is the oldest Christian nation on the planet.  The Most Honorable Elijah Muhammad also saw this in the teaching of Jesus.  Both of these Black men sought to restore the Black man and woman to our original position as the head and not the tail.

The reality is that our condition is worse than the day in which Jesus walked among the people on earth because America is the most wicked government ever to appear in the history of mankind.  When we take a look at the statue of Daniel, we see that the rulers of the world get worse and worse and that ruler in the last days is The Worse.  America is that last ruler that comes out of Europe in the last days and she is worse than any ruler before her.  America is the Beast of the Book of Revelation in the Bible.  God has given the Black man and woman the job to stand up for the oppressed all over the world.  This is how we must see Jesus and the Bible.

Jesus is taken to Golgotha.  This is a Greek word that has its roots in the African Hebrew word Gulgoleth.  The meaning in the African Hebrew and African Chaldean is skull or head.  This is the place of death.  This is the place of the administration of capitol punishment.  This is the place of killing and brutalizing a colonized people.

I find it very interesting to know that when the Black man and woman were stolen from Africa there was a certain symbol that was used by this wicked thief.  That symbol was placed over the last piece of Africa that we would see before we were taken on that westerly course to slavery in Africa.  It was a place of misery.  It was a place of death.  That place was called The Place of No Return.  The symbol that was used was a scull and cross bones.

That symbol is the symbol for the whole of Europe.  Europe killed Jesus on the cross.  The history of America and Europe is such that they have killed and destroyed the Black man and woman of today in the same fashion.  We have been hanged on trees and lynched just like Jesus.

Something else that is very interesting is that the symbol of the scull is still used today.  There is a secret order in America today.  The elite of America belong to this secret order.  This secret order is connected to masonry.  Presidents, high government officials, heads of major corporations are a part of this group.  This group comes from the Ivy League schools of America, more specifically Yale University.  They are not only a part of the system they are the system.  Their symbol is the scull and bones and that is their name, The Scull and Bones Fraternal Order.  This is America’s branch of worldwide masonry and the Illuminati.  Both President Bushes are members of the Scull and Bones Fraternal Order.  They are both 33rd degree Masons.  The system is set up so that all your American leaders, from the president on down come up through this fraternal order and through masonry.  This is not just Republicans, it is also Democrats.  The whole system is corrupt.  Every president, whether Democrat or Republican must be a Mason in order to be president.  This secret system is how they keep power.  

We have Jesus on the cross.  The Black man and woman are on the cross of America and Europe.  They put a crown of thorns on his head.  A crown on the head of that man symbolizes that the man with the crown is the ruler.  These wicked rulers know that Jesus is The Messiah and The King.  They knew that the people suspected that he was The Messiah.  The crown of thorns was put on the head of Jesus to mock him and bring him down in the eyes of the people who longed for a change in their condition and longed for The Messiah.  They put above his head that he was king, but it was done in mockery.  Now let us continue to parallel the life of Jesus to the Black man and woman.

What does the crown mean for the Black man and woman?  Black man and woman, you are the first ruler of the earth.  Black man and woman, you are the messianic people that are destined to lead the whole earth back to God.  The wicked rulers know that you are that people that would do this messianic work.  The wicked rulers have read both Bible and Quran and all the other wisdom books of Africa and the East.  These books all verify that the Black man and woman are the messianic people.

The crown also represents that which goes into the head that would give that individual instruction to move ahead.  The crown represents the knowledge that one receives that would help that one move ahead.  We were once the rulers of this earth.  We have now fallen.  We have gone through four hundred years of slavery.  The slave-master knows of our glorious past.  The slave-master knows that his civilization is built from the knowledge that was stolen from our ancestors.  All of our time in America the slave-master has given us advice as to how we are advance in the best manner.  

During slavery times we were told just to obey master.  All that got us was a longer time in slavery.  After slavery the wicked rulers of America told us to assimilate into American society.  We were told to get an education.  We were told to use the vote.  We were told to participate in all aspects of American society.  We have done all that and more.  We participate in all aspects of the American lifestyle.  We participate in American sports.  We participate in Hollywood films and television.  We have totally left the knowledge of Africa and our ancestors to chase the American dream.  In the process the wicked rulers of America have given us some recognition, but we have yet to enjoy full citizenship as Americans.

The Most Honorable Prophet Malcolm X told us that we were called second class citizens.  He said that there was no such thing as second class citizenship.  He said that there were only slaves and people who are free.  He said that America makes us think they set us free by calling us second class citizens.  He said that we were nothing but twentieth century slaves.  If we were full citizens we would not have had to struggle like we have done.  

So all that we have done in the way of attaining the American dream has been like the crown of thorns on the head of Jesus.  We have attained a certain amount of recognition for our accomplishments, but we are given it in a mocking fashion.  No matter what we do we are still considered niggers and the powers of America will only let us go so far.  This whole system of America mocks us like that which was done to Jesus.  These descendants of Europe have scorned us and our forefathers and foremothers just like those Europeans did to Jesus.  All of their advice to us as it concerns education and all of their advice to us as it concerns assimilation into American society has served to make us to hate our original African culture and knowledge.  All that we have done is not enough.  

Some of us are doing pretty well, but what about the masses of our suffering people in America?  Can any of us be satisfied when most of our brothers and sisters are suffering untold suffering?  What about our brothers and sisters in Africa?  They are still suffering under the brutal hand of White supremacy.  Dictators that were set up by America and Europe run most of the countries in Africa.  The masses of our brothers and sisters in Africa are put in the condition of poverty.  Have you given thought to the condition of our brothers and sisters in the Middle East, how about the Caribbean, how about Central and South America?  Have you given thought to the poor suffering masses of the oppressed all over the earth?

Why have we not given thought to get up and help ourselves?  The answer is in the nails in the hands and feet of Jesus.  Remember the life of Jesus parallels that of the Black man and woman of today in America and the world.  His life is a prophecy concerning us today.  The wicked rulers of the world know and it is time to tell it.

The hands of Jesus are nailed to the cross.  His hands have become useless.  He cannot use them to help himself or others.  The wicked rulers have done the same to us.  Through their system of education they have put us in such a condition that we are not able to use our hands to do for self.  The feet of Jesus are nailed to the cross.  The educational system of America made us not able to use our feet to go for self.  

This is what The Most Honorable Elijah Muhammad taught us.  He said that now that we have been freed from slavery we should unite and go for self and do for self.  He said that we should put our resources together and buy land and start businesses for ourselves.  He said that we should hook up with our brothers and sisters in Africa and establish international trade with our brothers and sisters in Africa.  Did you know that individually and collectively all of our Black churches collect twelve billion dollars every Sunday?  Do you know what we could do with that kind of money?  If the Black church would take the attitude of tithing back to the Black community and take one Sunday a month and set those moneys aside, we could have one hundred and fortyfour billion dollars raised at the end of any given year.

We do not do this because we like Jesus are on the cross.  Wicked European rulers have put us on the cross just like they did to Jesus.  We have been incapacitated.  Like Jesus we have been mocked, ridiculed, despised, rejected and made no people.  The book tells us that God would raise up the despised and rejected.  It tells us that he would take a people that were once a people, have been made no people, have been totally destroyed:  He would take these people and raise them back to their original position as rulers in this world.  That people are the Black man and woman of the Americas and the world.

Jesus was beaten so badly and unmercifully, that he was unrecognizable as a man.  We are the same.  Think of our history in slavery.  It is the same as happened to Jesus.  Our forefathers and foremothers were beaten so unmercifully that we were unrecognizable as humans.  We were treated so cruelly.  We were beaten so that the flesh was beaten off of the bone.  The slave masters would make bets with themselves concerning whether our pregnant mothers would have a boy or a girl.  They would then take knives and cut open the belly of our foremothers to see if it was a boy or a girl.  This is the total truth.  Do the research.  

In the constitution of the United States of America it states that the Black man and woman are only three-fifths of a man.  All of our treatment has reminded us that the rulers of America still have the same thought process as it concerns their thinking towards us.  They still treat us like we are three-fifths of a human being.  Spiritually and mentally we have been made into less than ourselves.  We are the original builders of civilizations.  We are the creators of medicine and the sciences.  We are the original stellar people.  We mapped out the pathways of the stars and taught this knowledge to the European.  Look at us now.  We are no longer builders.  We own no businesses on a mass scale.  Our people are naked, raggedy, hungry and out of doors.  We have not developed the capacity to deal with this situation, because of the teaching that we have received.  We have been taught out of our culture.  We have been taught out of love for self.  We have been taught out of the desire to do for self.  We have been made less than ourselves.  We have been made less than a human being.  The world looks at us and we are unrecognizable.  They cannot believe that we are the original people that did all those exploits.  The European took us and birthed us in sin and shaped us in iniquity. 

In the lesson we see that the European soldier tried to give wine to Jesus.  These same wicked rulers do the same to us.  They give us wine and strong drink so that they may influence the thinking of our minds.  They do not want us to think in a sober fashion.  The liquor stores are mostly located in Black neighborhoods not White neighborhoods.  Have you ever asked yourself why?  They cannot deal with us when we are thinking properly.  The whole system of America is to function as strong drink to us.  It is to render us incapable of thinking properly.  If we were thinking properly we would have thought our way out of the condition that we are in.  The church does not give us definitive answers and solutions to our condition.  The type of discussion that I am having with you does not go on in church.  Yet this is the teaching of Jesus.  Jesus had these types of plain discussions with his African brothers and sisters.  Why is the preacher not preaching these truths?  All of America and the church are like strong drink to the Black man and woman, so that we may not think of the things that I am discussing with you today.  We must reject the strong drink just like Jesus did.  We must be strong just like Jesus.

Next in the lesson we see that the wicked European soldiers then parted the garments of Jesus.  Think on the function of the clothes of a human being.  The clothes function as protection from the elements.  They protect the body from all that would be harmful to the body.  In general the clothes represent all of those things in our life that protect us.  To have clothes one needs money.  In order to get money one needs a way of earning money, such as a job.  All human beings need food clothing and shelter.  God made this a human right.  No human being should go without, no matter what his or her color is.  

The soldiers are taking away the right of Jesus to be protected.  The European has done the same to the Black man and woman and all of the oppressed on the earth.  The wicked rulers of America block all of our attempts to seek that which is a human right, not a privilege, but a human right.  Everything we have gained we have had to die for.  We have had to shed our blood for everything that we have today.  All Black people owe our fore-parents much gratitude and thanks.  We had to fight and die for jobs, education, and a decent place to live:  Those things that are a human right.  Do not be conned into believing that America has given us anything.  Our fore-parents fought and died for everything that we have. 

Consider this, in the 1860’s there was a conference in Berlin.  It was called the Berlin Conference.  All of the countries of Europe attended this meeting.  At this time all of Africa had been colonized, but it had been done in a disorderly fashion.  The conference was called so that the European countries could establish an orderly way to continue to colonize Africa.  The head of the conference was the reigning Pope of Rome.  Remember Rome killed Jesus.  The Pope at the time of the conference, he divided Africa, just like the soldiers divided the garments of Jesus.  The Pope gave a part of the Congo to Belgium, he gave another part to England, and he gave Southern Africa to the Dutch.  A part he gave to Portugal, another part he gave to Spain.  The Pope divided Africa and gave it to the whole of Europe and he himself decided to take Ethiopia.  

How arrogant!  I hope that you can see by now that the life of Jesus is a prophecy concerning the Black man and woman in America and the Black man and woman in Africa and the oppressed all over the world!  Europe parted our garments.  They divided us physically, spiritually and mentally.  They separated us from each other and from the wealth that God had given us.  There is a scripture that says not to move the old landmark.  This is what Europe did.  The Africans did not make all the countries in Africa.  They were made by Europe during this conference.  These are artificial boundaries that were forced on the African by Europe.  These boundaries do not reflect the original boundaries or the original landmarks.  Europe disobeyed the scriptures and Africa has been a mess every since.

This same concept of dividing the garments was played out in World War one and two.  The countries in Europe were fighting for the right to control the earth, the wealth of the earth and the people on the earth.  These wars were not fought with the idea of benefiting Black people, Europe fought to see who would control Black people and all other people.  Europe is still in control for they are still parting our garments.  It is time for us to wake up! 

In the thirteenth verse of the lesson we see that it is the ninth hour.  What we should understand is that in Africa numbers have spiritual meaning.  Our African ancestors were the first to come up with a number system and the first to reveal the hidden meanings behind numbers.  Today it is called numerology or the study of numbers.  Nine is a number that has to do with birth.  Nine is a multiple of three.  Three is the number for the Holy Spirit or Mate of The Father.  The Holy Ghost is The Mate of The Father and The Holy Ghost is the one who conceived Jesus.  Nine and three also symbolize a trial or test.  That which comes to birth must first go through trial and testing.  The Quran says that God has ordained struggle for the human being.  So in this ninth hour it looks like death is going to rule.  In this three-day period it looks like death is going to hold sway over The Messiah, but when you understand your ancient African history and culture, when you understand that this is all prophecy that must be fulfilled, then you know that there is really something coming to birth here and death is to be the loser.

Another interesting thing is the number thirteen.  We are dealing with the thirteenth verse.  In Egypt our ancient African ancestors told us that the number thirteen had to do with resurrection.  The European world has told us that thirteen is an unlucky number. They have lied to us again.  They have used the number thirteen as symbolism over and over again and tell us that it is unlucky.  In the forming of The United States of America they started with thirteen colonies.  Ask yourself why thirteen and not some other number?  So if you take thirteen to mean resurrection, and the ninth hour to mean a birth and trial, then you are coming into the knowledge of what is about to happen even though it may look like the darkest hour in the story of our Saviour.

In verse thirty-four we see Jesus wondering why God has forsaken him.  Black brothers and sisters we have wondered the same thing.  Look around at our lives.  Look at the lives of our people.  We see our people in a terrible condition.  We see death all around.  I used to work for a delivery company and my route use to take me past a particular funeral home in Oakland.  Every time I passed by that funeral home I would see Black people gathered together for a funeral.  Every day that I would pass another Black person had died.  I knew that mostly young Black men were dying.  This grieved my spirit immensely.  I know all of you feel it also.  I know that you have looked at our condition and wondered if we had been forsaken.  The story of this Black man Jesus, is the story of the Black man and woman.

In verse thirty-five we see that there are some around the cross of Jesus, but they offer no help.  They do not stand up and say that this man is innocent.  We are the same way today, we could help ourselves from this condition of crucifixion, but we do not.  When The Most Honorable Marcus Garvey went through his crucifixion at the hands of the American government, we could have helped him, but we did nothing.  The same goes for The Most Honorable Elijah Muhammad, The Most Honorable Malcolm X and The Most Honorable Martin Luther King.  It is the same today with The Honorable Louis Farrakhan.  We do nothing to help our strong leaders that are going through persecution from a wicked government.  We stand by on the sidelines and look on and do nothing.  

In verse thirty-six Jesus gives up the ghost.  It looks like this is it for Jesus.  He started out so strong, now it looks like it is over.  It is the same with the Black man and woman.  We are the original people of the earth.  We are the first and best builders of civilization, but look at us now.  Forsaken and dead, but in the lesson we see the coming of the Black woman.

In chapter six verse one we see that the women are coming to Jesus.  I want you to look at this carefully.  The men are nowhere to be found, meaning the disciples of Jesus.  There is a death threat out to anyone that has preached the name of Jesus so the men are in hiding, but the women do not care about any death threat, they are on their way to the Messiah.

Remember these are Black women coming to see about a great Black man.  It is the same today.  The Black woman time and time again has kept the family together.  The Black mother, grandmother, the Black female has time and again stepped up when the Black man was nowhere to be found.  In the African Hebrew language the word for mother is pronounced awme, with the accent over the last syllable.  The meaning of this word has to do with one that is the glue to the family.  It is just something about mother, wife, and female, that beautiful Black woman!

The women come to anoint the body of Jesus with spices.  Remember that Mary Magdalene anointed his body before he died.  The women are acting as the comforter and consoler.  This is a time of mourning, consolation and comforting.  If you take a deep study of the Holy Ghost, or Holy Spirit, you will see that it is the women that function as the Holy Ghost functions.  The Holy Ghost is our Spiritual Mother.  The Holy Ghost gives us comfort and consoles us in the time of grief.  This is the function of the woman or female. 

Study proverbs.  Solomon talks of wisdom and calls wisdom she.  He then describes all that wisdom does.  He tells his son to hold on to wisdom and cherish her.  He says to never let her go and she will do great things for him.  He is talking of wisdom and styling wisdom as a woman.  Look at the function of wisdom and look at the function of the Holy Ghost, or Holy Spirit, you will see that the functions are one and the same.  I tell you that this great African was talking of the Holy Ghost or Holy Spirit and called the Holy Ghost she!  The Holy Ghost is our Spiritual Mother.  If you have a father and a son, then where is the mother?  The Holy Ghost is called he in the New Testament, because those that translated the scriptures into the English language were White or European.  They hate women.  They did not and do not understand the function of the woman.  They could not give the woman such credit, so they called the Holy Ghost he.  Do not reject this out of hand; study!  Women, now you can truly see yourself in the God!  It has always been easy for men, but now it is the time for the woman.

Understand all the symbolisms that we are seeing.  You have had the number nine, which equals birth and trial, now you have the women come onto the scene, the one that gives birth.  It is early in the morning; the sun is coming up.  It is the first day of the week and if you are counting seven previous days plus the next one, then it is the eighth day.  In ancient African numerology the number eight has to do with a new beginning.  Remember Jesus is the new or second Adam.  Until now death has ruled, but something new is happening now.  Birth, resurrection, restoration, redemption are all coming into being at this time.

I want to deal with a subtopic at this time.  I want to deal with the usage of the sun at this time.  All through the Bible we see God compared to the sun.  We see that Jesus is compared to the sun.  We see God and Jesus as givers of sight and light.  Jesus is the light of the world.  The laws of God are like lights, they are like the sun; they give light and sight.

The sun gives light as we said; it also gives warmth.  In nature you see that the sun draws water to itself and as the water comes closer to the sun it then becomes purified in the sun, so the sun is a purifier.  It is the light from the sun that allows us to see everything in its true form.  When it is dark you cannot see as clearly, but when the sun comes up we can see clearly.  All of these attributes can be spiritually applied to God and Jesus and the people of God that obey God following the example of Jesus.

What is very interesting is that the sun is also important in Egypt.  What one has to understand is that the religion that we have as Christianity and Hebrew today is that same ancient religion that was taught in ancient Egypt and all over Africa.  Read Hosea 12:9 and Hosea 13:4.  These two scriptures tell us that God is from Egypt.  Read Isaiah 19:18.  This scripture tells us that five cities from Egypt shall speak the language of Canaan.  When you read that scripture in the Living Bible that phrase is rendered language of the Hebrews or Hebrew language.  This tells us that Canaan, Egypt and Hebrew are all one and the same.  These three are all African.  Read Acts 7:22.  This tells us that Moses learned all his wisdom from the Egyptians.  This means that whether we are talking about the knowledge of religion, philosophy, science, medicine, civilization and what ever else that he knew, he learned it from the Egyptians.  Read Isaiah 19:18 again and understand that these three people are really one and the same.

The European world lied to us about Egypt.  They said that Egypt was pagan.  All of the religious concepts that we have can be found written on the walls of the temples and tombs of Egypt.  All that is in the Bible is written on those same walls.  This knowledge was prevalent all over Africa, but Egypt has become the mouthpiece for Africa.  The European world got all of its knowledge from Africa especially Egypt.  All of your religious symbols were first used in Egypt.  The cross was the sign of peace in Egypt.  The cross with a circle on top represents the sacred womb of the Black woman and all women.  It is called the Ankh and it is the symbol for the female in Caucasian science today, but this is an ancient African symbol.  The Star of David as we have discussed already, is from Egypt.  We must understand the Hebrew names are also Egyptian; it is the same people and the same language.  Read Isaiah 19:18 once again and understand that this scripture is saying that the languages are the same.

Our ancient African ancestors were called the stellar people, because our ancestors were the first people to chart the sun, moon, stars and planets.  We are the first people on the planet and this knowledge came through us.  Our ancestors created the first zodiac calendar.  Today we have been conditioned to believe that the zodiac is evil.  It has become evil, or it has been used for evil.  Originally the zodiac was used to tell the story of God.  The Bible tells that the heavens declare the glory of God.  The heavens declare the righteousness of God.  The heavens are the work of the hands of God.  When man fell it was the reading and studying of the heavens that brought man back into the knowledge of God.  The African, the original people of the earth, did this.  Now back to the sun.

In Egypt the one God at one time was called Ra.  The sun represented the one God Ra.  Remember this is the same imagery and symbolism that we get in the Bible.  All that we read in the Bible we can read in hieroglyphics in Egypt.  The writings in Egypt are very old.  I understand that the name Ra for the One God is over twenty thousand years old.

When our ancient ancestors studied the sun they saw that it was the center of the universe.  They saw that the stars, moon and planets made their orbits around the sun; but soon they made a closer study.  They saw that the sun made its orbit also.  The sun made its orbit around that which is unseen.  It made its orbit around a part of the universe that is pitch darkness or pitch black.  The sun made its orbit around that which was hidden or unseen.  The name for the unseen or hidden one in Egypt became Amen.  This is where we get our ending to our prayers, Amen.  Amen represents the hidden one.  This hidden one was and is the force that made the sun to make its orbit.  This hidden one was and is the true power behind the whole universe.  The whole universe revolves around this hidden one.  Amen means the hidden one.  God hides himself that we may go in search for him.  Does the God seem hidden to you sometime?  In Isaiah 50:3 we read that God clothed the heavens in darkness.  When we come to an understanding this Bible becomes powerful! 

Let us look at Jesus.  It looks like Jesus is the beginning and ending with no help.  Yes he is Alpha and Omega, but many of us think that he is alone.  Many of us think that all revolve around him and he is alone.  Some of us think that he has no father and that he is by himself, but upon closer look at the scriptures we can see that he has a father, the Almighty Father.  We see that he talked to his Father.  He did not want us to call him good, he wanted us to call the Father good, he said that there is none good but the Father.  He said to worship the Father.  We see that he prayed to his Father.  Read the book of Revelation.  We see that in the end Jesus submits all to the Father, because it is the Father, the hidden one that gives power to the S-o-n.  See how the study of the heavens is originally meant to make one understand God and his story?  Let us go deeper into the study of the s-u-n.

Have you ever wondered why we celebrate the birth of Jesus on the 25th of December, even though we know that Jesus was not born on this date?  The sun is reborn and made new on this day, (December 25th), after the winter solstice.  The sun then grows in strength all the way through to the spring.  The Jewish Passover and Easter are celebrated around the same time.  The sun passes over the equator and the day and night are of even time everywhere.  This is called the spring equinox.  In the heavens the sun remains still or in the death position, or one can say is crucified on its heavenly cross, then it is resurrected. The heavenly cross is the celestial equator and the ecliptic equator coming together to form a cross in the heavens.  This concept of the heavenly cross can be found in the meaning for equinox.  

Take a globe and set it on a table.  In your mind see all the area in the room around the globe as space or the heavens.  Now extend the earth’s equator out into this space in your mind.  This is the ecliptic equator; now understand that out in the heavens that ecliptic equator crosses another equator out in space.  This second equator runs in a perpendicular fashion out in the heavens.  This forms a cross for the s-u-n in the heavens.  This is where we get our story of Jesus.  The s-u-n tells the story of the S-O-N.  God has written his story in the heavens; we studied that story and then wrote it on paper.  The heavens declare the glory of God and the firmament show his handiwork.

Next time you travel through your community, take a close look at the churches there.  Look closely at the crosses that are on or around the churches in your community.  Some of the crosses appear to have a circle on the back of that cross.  This is the symbol for the s-u-n on the heavenly cross.  Remember the s-u-n tells the story of the S-O-N.  Sometimes you will see in pictures drawn of Jesus, he will have what appear to be a cross on the back of his head.  Once again this is the symbolism of the s-u-n telling the story of the S-O-N.           

All of this is our knowledge.  It is African.  The first zodiac calendar was in Egypt.  The European copied that calendar then claimed it as his own.  The Bible is the knowledge of the heavens made plain.  Remember the heavens declare the glory of God.  The prophets were African scientists, who studied in colleges all over Africa.  They then put down what they studied in books.  These books were collected and put together.  They were written in our ancient African Hebrew languages and other African languages.  The African Hebrews gathered the books together, compiled them into one volume and then translated these books into the Greek language so that the Greeks may come to know God.  These books were compiled in Egypt!  This is how we get what today is called the Bible.  Once again let us go to the heavens for the story of God.

Every day the sun appears to die and resurrect.  In the east there is a star that announces the birth of the sun.  The Caucasian scientists call this star the Sirius Star.  They learned these things from our ancestors in Egypt.  Our Egyptian ancestors represented this star with a Black woman called Ast.  The Greeks called her Isis.  There are three other stars that point to this star in the east.  These are the three stars in Orion’s belt.  In Egypt Orion’s belt is represented by Asar, the original Black man.  The Greeks call him Osiris.  This goes on in the heavens everyday.  This is the first telling of the birth and resurrection of Jesus.

Jesus is born.  There is a star in the east that announces his birth:  This is Ast.  There are three wise men that see the star in the east:  These are the three stars in Orion’s belt.  They come to give praise and worship the S-O-N.  See how the heavens tell the story?  Before man could write, God already wrote his story.  All we can do is study from his original writing.  That star in the east gives us what is today called the Eastern Star:  This is the female branch of Masonry.  We have all these groups, signs and symbols and do not know where they come from.

This is why in the lesson you see the women coming to the place where Jesus is supposed to be dead, only when they leave they are given the job to announce the resurrection of Jesus.  These strong, courageous, beautiful and wonderful Black women are the first to announce the resurrection of Jesus and declare that he has become The Christ and has power over death.  

Consider that the cave, which looks like a tomb, is really a womb.  Our ancient ancestors did not look at death as the finality, but as a gateway to the afterlife.  These are not western concepts in their origin.  It is the original people that were the first to learn and then teach these concepts to the whole world.  The universe is a womb out of which God created sun, moon, stars and planets.  The earth is a womb from which all that is on top of the earth came.  The cave is used for a tomb, but is really a womb.  All of these wombs, including the wombs of women are jet black.  All things start in the darkness and then come into the light.  Where there is a womb there is always birth.  That is why the women are there, to proclaim a birth, or resurrection instead of a death.  All of these concepts were written in hieroglyphics on the walls of the tombs and temples of Egypt long years even before the African named Abraham.  

Our ancient ancestors also considered all buildings to symbolize wombs.  It was seen this way because these structures have openings in which the human disappears.  When you look at the building that is called a church, you should be thinking that this is a place where life is transformed from death into life.  Everything that goes on in the church should be to resurrect the human being.  The Black man and woman are most in need of resurrection.  Black man and woman let us now see how this is a sign of our resurrection.  Black woman study this lesson in this light and see how it is time for you to proclaim the resurrection of the Black man and woman.  It is time for the Black woman to be respected.  It is time for all women to get respect.  She is the key to our resurrection if we only knew.  

The Black woman is so crucial that she is depicted as the power behind the throne in Egypt.  The pharaoh had to marry the female heir to the throne in order to rule.  The Black woman is pictured behind the Black man with the umbilical cord going from the man to the woman.  This is to tell us that all rulers have a mother.  All men and women come through mother.  Mother, or woman is used by God to bring life in the world.  This is in hieroglyphics on the walls of the temples and tombs of Egypt.  This is where we get the phrase, “Behind every good man is a good woman”, because the woman was pictured behind the man, not because of inferiority, but because she was the power behind the throne.  

After a time in the history of Egypt the woman is not pictured, but the seat of the ruler takes the place of the woman to represent the woman as the power of the throne.  This is where we get the picture of the Christ child sitting in his mother’s lap, only originally that picture was Black!  She is the throne that the Christ child sits on.  This same concept is seen in the church today and we do not know it.  The type of seat in the church tells us who the leader of that church is.  That seat is from our ancient ancestors and it symbolizes the woman!  This is to tell us that it is through the woman that life comes and we know that if it were not for the women the church would be dead.  Love the woman, respect the woman and protect the woman!  Now let us go into the symbols of our resurrection and tie this all up.

The mall at Washington D.C. was mapped out by a Black man named Benjamin Banneker.  He was a wise master scientist.  He laid out that whole mall with the memory of his mind.  All over the mall there are symbols of Africa.  There are also symbols of our death as a people and symbols of our resurrection.

There is an obelisk on the mall in front of the reflection pool.  The obelisk is 555 feet high.  If you put a one in front of that 555, you get 1555.  The year 1555 is the year that Black people were stolen from Africa in the hulls of ships.  This act fulfills what is written of the descendants of the ancient African Hebrews in Genesis chapter 15 verses 13-15 and Deuteronomy chapter 28 and verse 68.  Our for-parents were deposited on the shores of Jamestown Virginia and made slaves for 400 hundred years.  1555 to 1955 is 400 years.  God gave us Prophets Martin Luther King and Malcolm X in the year 1955.  This started our time of resurrection.

Now remember that the obelisk represents resurrection and it stands in front of the reflection pool.  This scene is right out of the traditions of Africa.  In Africa at our schools and places of learning there were obelisks and pools of water, just like you see replicated in Washington D.C.  The pools of water were used to baptize the student.  The whole scene is to symbolize that the student has died to his old dead lifestyle and awakened to a new knowledge.  With this new knowledge that student would be able to awaken others to this life resurrecting knowledge.  This is what we get in the Bible.  We must understand and know that the prophets in the Bible are African teaching African people African culture.  Jesus the Black African, Revolutionary Messiah instituted this ancient African tradition into the original Black church because they were also in need of a resurrection.  They were in the same condition that we are in today.  The struggle is against the corruption from this wicked, enslaving European system.  Benjamin Banneker is telling us that we will resurrect from this dead condition!

I want to mention Islam at this moment.  Islam is a very much-misunderstood religion.  In Islam there are symbols of our resurrection.  First you must know that Prophet Muhammad believed and knew Jesus to be the Messiah.  Get a Maulana Muhammad Ali translation of the Quran.  Read chapter 3 and you will see the story of Jesus told just like in the Gospels.  The powers that be know this knowledge but they want to keep Black Christians and Black and Arab Muslims fighting each other.  Get a Strong’s Hebrew and Greek dictionary.  Turn to the Hebrew and look up the number 5927.  You will see that Allah is a Hebrew word for God.

Now there is a pilgrimage that is made by every Muslim that is able.  This pilgrimage is called Hajj.  This pilgrimage represents man’s journey to meet God.  It also represents the journey of the Black man and woman back to the knowledge of self and back to God.  At the end of the pilgrimage all of the people from all over the world make they’re way around a stone seven times and then they kiss that stone.  That stone is a Black stone.  I submit to you that the Black stone represents the Black man and woman.  This ritual takes place in the holy city of Mecca in the most sacred house of Islam called the Kabah.

In Egypt there was a holy city called Becca.  This is the origin of the word Mecca, in Egypt.  The holy writings of Egypt tell us that the one God Ra, represented by the sun, struck a black stone.  It was the striking of this black stone that excreted the blackness from the stone and gave us the melanin in our skin that gives us our blackness which is not a color, but the essence from which all color comes from.  Everything starts in blackness and comes to the light.  Black people are the first people under the sun.  The slogan in Egypt was that we were kissed by Ra. The sun was used as the representation of the one God Ra.  We were kissed by the sun.

We have this same thing told in the Book of Solomon in the Bible.  That beautiful Black woman says in the first chapter of Solomon that she is Black and comely.  That word comely means beautiful.  Black is beautiful.  She says that the sun has looked upon her.  She is telling us that the sun strikes her skin and this is what activates the melanin in her skin.  This is why she was Black and this is why we are Black.  This is African teaching, Egyptian teaching.  

There is a pyramid at Giza that has a black capstone.  The sides of the pyramid are white.  This was to replicate the eye, which has two white sides and the center of black.  This to tell us that Black is the center of the universe.  Black is the core.  The Bible says that the stone that was rejected by the builder has now become the head of the corner.  The Hebrew that is used is in reference to Jesus with this black capstone of the pyramid in mind.

All of this is talking also of the Black man and woman.  Jesus represents the original man and woman.  We are the bases for the whole civilization of the European.  He has totally rejected and scorned us.  The European got all of his knowledge from our ancestors.  He has locked us from that knowledge and lied and claimed that it is his own.  We know the truth now.  Africa, the Black man and woman are they, who were rejected by the European builder. We are the headstone of the corner.  Without that head cornerstone, without the capstone the pyramid is not finished.  It is incomplete.  The knowledge of Africa is the key to the whole world.  All knowledge starts with God and the African was the first to know that knowledge.  The African taught this knowledge to the whole world.  God made us the head.  God made us the mother and the father.  It is time for the whole world to love and honor our ancestors, who are the mother and father of civilization.  When this happens their days will be long upon the land.  

In the Hajj we see the Black Muslim, wherever he is from, coming to kiss this black stone.  This is prophecy.  This tells us that the Black man all over the earth will come back to his original self.  The Black man and woman will start to love self and the knowledge of self.  The Black man and woman will rise up to defend self and the knowledge of self.  Jesus told the Black man and woman that in order to properly love one’s neighbor, one first had to love one’s self.  He is telling Black people to love their self.  Prophet Muhammad studied the words of Jesus.  He understood the prophecies concerning the resurrection of the Black man and woman and he then put it in this Islamic ritual.

White Muslims kiss this Black stone.  Asian Muslims kiss this Black stone.  Muslims from all over the world kiss this Black stone.  This is to tell us that after the Black man and woman resurrect, we will then resurrect the whole world and lead the whole world back to God.  Prophet Muhammad said that Bilal would enter paradise before he himself would enter.  Bilal was an Ethiopian, a Black man.  Bilal made the call to prayer for all the Muslims.  It is time for the Black man and woman to resurrect and call the whole earth to prayer.  The Bible tells us that the African Hebrews in the last days will lead the whole earth back to God and his Christ.  The African Hebrews would rebuild the wasted cities that were wasted by the wicked beast of Revelation.  Those Hebrews are the Black man and woman of the Americas and the entire world.  The whole Bible is prophesying about us, Black man and woman!  When we are resurrected, the whole world will rise up and call us blessed and kiss us as it is done in the Muslim ritual.

The word Ka in Egypt means spirit.  The word Ba in Egypt means soul.  Put together this means the spirit soul or the resurrected soul.  The Black stone is in the Kabah.  Prophet Muhammad studied African knowledge.  He studied the Bible, which is a collection of books cataloging the knowledge of Africa. Prophet Muhammad studied Jesus.  What he studied was then put in the Quran.  He was commanded by God to read in the name of the Lord.  African knowledge is what he read and studied.  He then put what he studied in the great ritual called Hajj. 

Think of the Sphinx.  The Sphinx is a lion with a Black man’s head on it.  It is asleep.  It sits at the gate of Egypt.  It tells the whole world that the Black man and woman sit at the seat of the knowledge of the whole world.  The origin of all the knowledge of the world is Africa.  Egypt is the mouthpiece of Africa.  The sleep state of the Sphinx prophesies of our sleep today.  At the time that the Sphinx was constructed the Black man and woman were not asleep.  Our ancestors prophesied of our sleep.  Our ancestors also prophesied of our awakening and resurrection.  

The scholars say that the prophecies concerning Jesus as The Messiah, also apply to the Jews a The Messianic people.  What they do not reveal is that the Caucasian Jew is not the original Jew.  He is from Europe; he is not African.  The original Hebrews were and are African. The Caucasian Jew is originally from Southern Russia.  They are European invaders in fulfillment of Ezekiel chapters 37 and 38 and Revelation chapter 20.

  Black man and woman you fulfill Genesis chapter 15, verses 13-15.  You fulfill Deuteronomy chapter 28, verse 68.  In this last scripture Egypt is used as a metaphor for America.  The Black man and woman are the only ones who were taken into slavery by way of ship.  America is our Egypt.  Black man and woman, the prophecies are all about you!  Stop going the way of the stiff necked and hard hearted and get up and do the job that was prophesied of you.  The whole world is waiting on you.

Take a Christian dictionary and look up the words Jews and Hebrews.  Know and understand that all that is written of the Jews and Hebrews pertains to you Black man and woman.  The Caucasian Jew is not the original Jew.  They converted to the religion after some of our African Hebrew brothers and sisters taught the religion to them.  They converted to the religion in the 7th, 8th and 9th centuries A.D.  The root tribe of the Caucasian Jew is the tribe called Khazars.  The roots of the Caucasian Jew can be traced to Southern Russia to this tribe called Khazars.  The Caucasian Jew is from Europe, the original Jews and Hebrews were and are African.  Look up this word Khazars on the Internet.  Do extensive research and know that they openly discuss the fact that they are from this tribe and from this area in Europe.

When you read that the Jews and Hebrews will accept Jesus as Saviour in the last days; this is speaking of the Black man and woman.  The wicked European rulers of this world know who you are.  They have studied all of the books of knowledge from Africa and other places in the East.  These wicked rulers are Masons.  As Masons they are required to read these books in order to rule.  They have studied all of the prophecies.  When they look at us they know who we are.  Their job is to keep us ignorant to who we are.  

After J. Edgar Hoover destroyed The Most Honorable Prophet Marcus Garvey, he said that he would never let another Black messiah rise up without being challenged immediately and destroyed.  They almost let Garvey slip through their fingers.  Hoover pledged to be on the lookout for the next Black messiah!  Every-time a Black man would rise up and challenge the system to give us freedom; the government of the United States would destroy that one.  Re-examine the life of The Most Honorable Prophet Malcolm X and The Most Honorable Prophet Martin Luther King.  The C.I.A., under the direction of J. Edgar Hoover, working on behalf of the President and the government of The United States of America, went about to destroy these representatives of the messianic people, the Black man and woman.

This lets you know, that they know that we, the Black man and woman are the messianic people that the scriptures are speaking of.  We are the fulfillment of Genesis chapter 15, verses 13-15 and Deuteronomy chapter 28 and verse 68.  Egypt is used as a metaphor for America.  We are the descendants of those African Hebrews and America is our Egypt.
